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History of the College
-~

N the delightfully mild climate of South Georgia there has grown up the pem
of the State University system—the Georgia State Woman's College—a beauti-

ful and noble institution, an honor to the State, and the pride of her home city,
Valdosta,

Created by a bill introduced in the Legislature by Hon. W. 5. West, in 1905,
opening her doors in 1913, she is as yet hardly out of her infancy, but she has al-
ready established herself as one of the best schools in the South, second to none
of Georgia’s great institutions. It is a cause of great pride to Valdosta that her
sons were the leaders of the movement which finally made possible the creation
of such an institution. The College received a liberal charter and a Board of
Trustees was appointed; on this first board Valdosta was represented by the
Hon. W. 5. West, Hon. J. E. McRae, Hon. C. R, Ashley and Hon. R. F. Ousley;
however, owing to the financial stringency then beginning to be felt by the State,
no appropriation was made to finance the institution. No change was made in this
situation wntil 1911,

At this time an appropriation of $30,000.00 was made to build and equip a
College building; this sum was entirely inadequate, as there was no money appro-
priated for a dormitory. However, the Board was in no wise daunted. Tt decided
as an emergency measure that the College should “for the present admit only
women,” thus determining the scope of the institution. At the same time the West
site on Patterson Street was selected as the location. These two important mat-
ters having been settled, the Board adjourned to meet again in December for
the purpose of electing a President and receiving the deeds to the campus. Dr.
K. H. Powell was selected for the position,

In the meantime the city of Valdosta had agreed to give, besides a campus
of sixty acres, $5,000.00 a year for ten years. After the above business had been
transacted, the problem of housing the College again occupied the front of the stage.
The solution was found by the city, which at once made available $25,000.00 of
the $50,000.00 which had been promised. Thus the College received her first dor-
mitory—one of the most beautiful and perfectly adapted buildings in the South.
In 1912, thanks to the diligence of the representatives from Lowndes county, an
adequate maintenance was appropriated.
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The doors of the building opened for service in Januvary, 1913, During the
first half-year session the school was very small, but by the next fall every room
in the dormitory had its two students; soon after, another girl was added to each
room, and sinee that time the dormitories have had to carry a 30 per cent. over-
load. In 1916 the Legislature made an appropriation of $50.000.00 to build an
Administration building; the city of Valdosta then made available the second
F235,000,00 of its gift and the beautiful West Hall was erected, the actual cost being
about F100,000,00, as the State made a supplementary appropriation to finish the
work. In the summer of 1919 the College received another appropriation of
75,000,000 for a new dormitory; as this sum was litthe more than hali the sum re-
quired, the citizens of Valdosta executed a joint note for S50,000.00, which was
purchased by Mr, A L Strickland.  Converse Hall opened its doors the following
September.

By an act of the Legislature in 1922, the name of the College was changed
from the South Georgia State Normal College to that of the Georgia State Wom-
an's College at Valdosta: at this time she ceased being merely a junior college and
began to confer the Bachelors® degree.  All the subjects properly entering into the
higher education of young women are offered : History, Literature, Mathematics,
the Languages, the Sciences, the Arts, fine, domestic and liberal; all departments
are under highly trained specialists,

The College has never sought mere mumbers. She has always striven for
sound service, high standards of living and of work, and of impartial enforeement
of these standards on all students. Her diploma cannot be bought ; neither can it
be secured by merely “staying through.” Her diploma is an honor because it is
an evidence of full quota of serious intellectual work well done, and of a character
worthy of trust.

Thus has been the establishment and growth of the Georgia State Woman's
College—charterad in forcsight and patriotism, founded on the broad-minded faith
and liberality of a whole community, organized for permanent and noble service
and maintained by the lovalty and indefatigable efforts of her President and her
Board.

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History of the Senior Class
e

T is a well-known fact that knowledge deepens appreciation. In other words, the
more we know of a thing, the more we are able to appreciate it. Oftentimes a
most common-place object may be a very cherished possession, just because of

an interesting bit of history it happens to have. For that reason, we feel that in
order to fully appreciate our Senior class, one must know something of its his-
tory. And not only for that reason alone, but for cultural reasons as well, for who
could possibly claim to be a well-informed, cultured citizen and know nothing of
our history? Ignorance concerning European or American history might be for-
given, but to be unacquainted with facts concerning our past would be unpardon-
able,

Even a historian couldn't do justice to a class of our kind in such a small space,
but, nevertheless, a brief summary of the outstanding events may be given.

Diedrich Knickerbocker, in giving the history of New York, starts with the be-
ginning of the world, for, according to his way of thinking, had the world not begun,
there could have been no New York. Likewise, we must begin the history of our
class with the beginning of the college, for have we not had girls in our class who
began in the training school the vear the college opened? However, since our space
is limited, we shall begin with the Freshman class, that being possibly the most logi-
cal paint.

In September, 1921, we began our college career with a roll of fifty-three. To
one unacquainted with the ups and downs of our class, it is sure to seem unusual
that the size of our class has so greatly diminished during the four years, but when
the truth is known, there is nothing queer about it after all,

Our 1921-22 class has just been referred to as Freshman, and so it was, in
reality, Yet, it would have been a grave offense to have addressed us as such at
that time. Instead of Freshmen, we were called Juniors, and we carried with us
the feeling that one more year would completely finish our education, and prepare
us to face the world undaunted. This, however, was no fault of ours, for at that
time we had not been taken into the confidence of the college officials, and therefore
kunew nothing of the plans that were being made. To our minds, that diploma was
the goal—it was the ideal for which we were striving, for our minds failed to con-
ceive of anything better and higher than a normal diploma. And so we labored
away, having what we considered many serious difficulties—the worst of which was
Arithmetic under the sympathetic guidance of Mr. Wood. When looked back upon,
after a lapse of three years, our trials at that time seem trivial; in fact, the majority
of them now appear quite humorous, but one would be perfectly safe in saying that
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even when the members of that class are gray haired, and their faces wrinkled from
old age, not one of them can look back and detect anything at all funny about Mr.
Wood's Arithmetic. That was an adventure which none but those who have ex-
perienced it can appreciate.

Our tronbles and sorrows, however, were not sufficient to deprive us of our pep,
for on Field Day the Black and Gold were triumphant, and we marched from the
field with the eoveted banner waving proudly, Furthermore, we almost won the
loving cup in the basket ball tournament. In fact, we came 50 very near winning it
that it still makes us ill 1o even think of it

Towarid the end of the year, something happened which caused us both joy and
regret. It was announced that the time had come for the college to take the next
step in its development, and add two more years to its curriculum, offering Bache-
lor's degrees to its graduates. This was a source of joy to us in that we were glad to
see the college moving forward, making it possible for us to have, eventually, a de-
gree conferred upon us. At the same time, however, we were naturally a little dis-
tressed, for who could be satisfied with a diploma when there was a degree a little
further on?

When we returned the next fall our class numbered forty-three.  This was
the year we had looked forward to being called Seniors, but alas! our names had to
be changed. It was sugpested that we be called Sophomores, because in reality
that was what we were—yet, that would never do. To change from Juniors to
Sophomores was surely going backward instead of forward. 5o, in order to salve
our vanity, we were called Second Year Students.  Later on in the year, however,
we had become so reconciled to the new order of things, that all of us voted to be
called Sophomores.

That year, instead of Math we had something equally as bad. We found our-
selves lnboring unceasingly over lesson plans.  Of course we had made them the year
before, but now it was different, because they had to be taught to real children in the
Training School. Even the fact that we always had the valuable guidance of a critic
teacher throughout our nervously tanght lessons, failed to decrease our terror con-
cerning this particular phase of work, Thig, together with the thesis we had to write
before graduation, was the greatest difficulty we had to face.

Again, however, we preserved our buoyant spirit, and not only won the Field
Day Banner for the secomd time, but actually received the loving cup which we had
felt 5o sure of the year before.

Commencement time came, and it was then that our class so greatly decreased.
Al of us received our normal diplomas, and since the whole class entered with the
exception of taking the two year course, the majority of them left us and went out
as teachers, There were a few of us, however, that were still haunted by visions of
that degree.  We, too, were tempted to bid farewell to our college career and enter
the teaching profession, but something seemed to hold us back.
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In September, 1923, there were thirteen of us on hand to begin our Junior vear,
Ume of this number was a new-comer to our group.  Miss Grace Buie, who heard of
our fame from afar. came to us as a graduate of Centenary College, Cleveland,
Temmessee.  Miss Willie Mae Mathews, one of our former normal graduates, was
also added to our groap.

It was rather disconraging to us to receive news of the unusual salaries that
onr former classmates were receiving, and of the vast amount of pleasure con-
nected with their work, but. nevertheless, we kept our degree in mind and steadily
Hisdded onvacard.

We were at least enjoying one noveliv—that of being omt of uniform. This
was such an unusual experience that for the first few weeks we felt so much like
visitors that it was difficult for us to settle down to work.

As for class activities, we accomplished very little.  There was such a vast de-
crease in the number of our class that we felt rather helpless, so we had to ke the
part of spectators, even in the activities in which we had played such an important
part during the preceding years.

And now our Senior year—the most interesting of all!  To be called Seniors
at last—real, true, bona fide, honest-to-goodness Seniors—is enough in itself 1o make
this year memorable 1o us,

Oir class this yvear lost a few more members, but we had a2 valuable addition,
Evelyn Brown, who has been in our midst several vears, but who, because of an
irregular schedule, was not really one of us until this vear,

In looking back over this year's work, we see several events which have made
our Senior year the best of all our college vears, but there is one achievement which
overshadows all the rest. and that is the publication of the first annual.  Even thongh
this picce of work has meant a little extra work, it has meant an even greater joy,
amid the pride that we take in it now is sure to deepen as the years go by,

And so, after the various changes, trials, joys, pleasures amd troubles that our
class has undergone, there are ten of us left o tell the tale.  Though there were
many ups and downs, there were many more ups than downs; and the jovs that we
are now experiencing from the fact that our race is nearly run, by far surpass any
of the troubles that we may have had along the way, Our only regret is that our
former classmates who failed 1o see the whole thing through, cannot be here to re-
ceive with ns the long-looked-for and well carned Bachelor’s degree,
