
Important Information about the Batteries:

1. Your Victor Reader player comes with two NiMH
rechargeable double AA batteries. They will recharge while
the unit is plugged in to a power outlet and not playing a
book.

2. A full recharge takes about 7 hours and will provide 7 to 9
hours (for Wave) and 10 to 14 hours (for Vibe) of playing
time. You cannot damage the batteries or the player from
overcharging.

3. The player will automatically shut off while running on either
batteries or on the power adapter. The shut off happens
after 15 minutes of idle time (5 minutes for commercial
music CD's).

4. The player will also work with non rechargeable double AA
alkaline batteries.

5. The player will also work with commercial rechargeable
double AA batteries but those batteries must be recharged
externally. The player will only recharge the batteries that
were, supplied with it.

6. The supplied batteries may also be recharged with an
external charger.

7. The electronics of the player may not recharge your
batteries if you leave them in a discharged state for a week
or more. This may be the case when you first use your new
player depending on the length of time the unit was in
storage before you received it. In this case, the batteries
should still be good but will need to be fully charged by an
external charger. After being recharged externally, they will
again be okay to recharge within the player.
