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Capt Peters is an Assistant Professor of Aerospace Studies and the Operations Flight Commander of the Air Force’s Reserved Officer Training Corps (AFROTC) Detachment 172 located at Valdosta State University in Valdosta, Georgia.  The Detachment recruits, educates, trains, and commissions officer candidates through Valdosta State University.  
Capt Peters was raised in Madison, Wisconsin.  She enlisted in the United States Air Force directly after graduating from high school and was assigned to the 608th Military Airlift Group as a Mission Support Specialist at Ramstein Air Base, Germany, supporting Operation DESERT SHIED/STORM.  From there, she was assigned to McGuire Air Force Base, New Jersey, and broadened her skills as a Materiel Control Journeyman for various squadrons though out the wing.  She followed on to F.E. Warren Air Force Base, Wyoming, to support the Minuteman III and Peacekeeper Ballistic Missiles.  She was reassigned to as a Resource Management Consultant for the 90th Space Wing and remained a member of the “mighty 90”.  She was then assigned to 39th Wing at Incirlik Air Base, Turkey and was selected to attend Officer Training School.
Capt Peters was commissioned in the Air Force after completing Officer Training School in September 2003.  Her initial assignment was to the 81st Fighter Squadron, Spangdahlem Air Base, Germany.  She was assigned as a Section Commander for a combat-ready A/OA-10 fighter squadron in support of NATO and US commanders.  She was later selected as the 52nd Operations Group (52 OG) Executive Officer and managed all group administrative and personnel programs supporting over 550 personnel across five squadrons.  During her time at the 52 OG, she was deployed in support of Operation ENDURING FREEDOM as the Executive Officer for the 455th Expeditionary Operations Group.  She compiled daily and weekly statistical data for five functional areas and was the wing’s operations security primary manager.  Capt Peters’ next assignment brought her to Moody Air Force Base, Georgia, as the Section Commander for the 23rd Engineering Squadron.  She was directly accountable to the commander for the health, morale and welfare, and administrative needs for nearly 300 personnel.  She was then assigned to the 23rd Wing as Chief of Protocol, providing protocol and ceremonial guidance to the 23rd Wing and 93rd Air Ground Operations Wing commanders, and five group commanders.
