The Department of Art invites applications for the position of Tenure track - Assistant Professor of Art/Foundations (Drawing, 2-D Design) beginning August 1, 2012.  Salary will be commensurate with qualifications or experience.   VSU is an accredited institutional member of the National Association of Schools of Art and Design.  

The Valdosta State University Department of Art has an enrollment of approximately 285 majors working with 18FT faculty members.  The department offers four undergraduate degree programs: BA / BFA Art, BFA Art Education, and BFA Interior Design.  
Valdosta State University is a regional university with a student enrollment of approximately 13,000.  Valdosta is a city of approximately 50,000 located just north of the Florida state line on Interstate 75, is served by a regional airport, and is within a two-hour drive of Jacksonville and Tallahassee, Florida. · MFA in Art by August 1, 2012
· Strong commitment to foundations instruction 
· Record of or capacity to conduct scholarly/creative research
· Ability to teach foundation and upper level drawing courses, life drawing, 2-D design, and color theory 
· Broad understanding of contemporary and traditional art theory and practice related to drawing.
Responsibilities include teaching undergraduate studio courses in drawing, 2-dimensional design (including color theory), and other courses as needed, advising students, department and university service, and other program related activities.   Faculty members with foundations teaching assignments are expected to work closely with the departmental foundations committee to assess student learning outcomes and accreditation standards.  Experience with a wide variety of drawing techniques and approaches is desirable, along with a strong dedication to drawing as a contemporary art form.  Faculty members are expected to remain current in the knowledge and practice in their respective studio art expertise.
Review of applications will begin on January 6, 2012, and continue until appointment is made.  Applications should include  a cover letter of interest detailing teaching philosophy and teaching and research experience; VSU faculty application form http://www.valdosta.edu/academic/documents/Faculty_App2010.pdf; curriculum vitae; copies of transcripts of all college level work; documentation of your creative work; and examples of student work; and names, phone numbers and e-mail addresses of  at least three references.

Examples of personal work and student work should be submitted in Power Point format with a maximum number of 20 images for each presentation. Please consider file size and platform compatibility when preparing presentations. Clearly label each document and provide details for work within the presentation.
