PREREQUISITES: Senior standing and completion or co-registration in all required courses in the senior curriculum for
biology.

COURSE GOALS: This is the capstone course in biology. It is designed to assess the students' ability to research topicsin
biology independently, assimilate the information, and disseminate the information in an organized and understandable
fashion.

Educational Outcomes and Standards: The following educational outcomes are met in this course.

GRADING: This course is graded on an S/U basis.

GENERAL COURSE REQUIREMENTS: Each student is required to prepare both a 30 minute oral presentation and a 12-15
page paper on a topic assigned at the beginning of the semester. More explicit requirements for these assignments are
listed below. In addition, the students are required to:

1. Attend the seminars given by other students,

2. Attend the Science Seminar Series in the Biology/Chemistry Spring Seminar series,

3. Take the ETS Major Field Test in biology and complete the departmental Senior Exit Questionnaire.
Failure to attend at least 90% of the scheduled Science Seminars or failure to complete either the Major Field Test or the
Exit Questionnaire will result in an automatic grade of "U" for the course.

The Written Paper
The written paper must not exceed 12 double spaced, typed pages. Figures, tables, charts, etc. are not counted as part
of the 12 pages. All papers must be typed and possess correct spelling and grammar. Scientific names must be
underlined or in italics. Papers must be turned in within 24 hours of your oral presentation. The last paper is and
exception in that it must be turned in the day of the talk. The paper should follow the following format:

THE MAIN BODY
Introduce the topic.
Present concepts and theories relevant to the topic.
Define key terms.
Present basic information gained by past research on the topic.
Discuss experimental procedures involved in gaining information on the topic.
Discuss possible points of controversy which exist or changes in thinking as newly gained information has forced
researchers to modify and rethink past ideas.
G. Present past and current research work on the topic.
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The main body of the paper can be organized anyway that you feel is appropriate. You can use an historical approach,
arrange your discussion by ideas and concepts, present basic theory with supporting research results or focus on
controversy and dissent associated with competing ideas. How you write the paper depends largely on your perspective
of the problem. If you have any questions, come and see me so we can discuss your ideas before you begin writing.

When researching information for the Body of the paper, you should use books which review the topic, governmental

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publications if appropriate, and professional journals which provide research results, both past and present, central to
the topic discussed.

SUMMARY

The Summary should briefly restate the major points of the Body of the paper and not present any new information. It
should not be more than two paragraphs in length. No references should be cited in the Summary. The Summary isin a
sense the equivalent of the abstract of a research paper.

SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS: The presentation must last at least 25 minutes with five minutes of questions at the end. A
disk containing the PowerPoint slides must be presented to the instructor at least one week prior to the date of the
presentation to allow time for editing and computer compatibility checks. The written paper is due no later than one
week after the presentation and should be submitted via e-mail. An exception to this are those papers presented the
last week if the semester, and they are due the day of the presentation. Both reports must contain a general
introduction to the topic and a detailed presentation of a specific studies/research. The reports must be based on a
minimum of fifteen references, at least ten of which must be from the primary literature. Textbooks may be used for
background information in the introduction, but do not count as part of the required fifteen references. Websites may
NOT be used as references. All references, including textbooks, must be cited where appropriate in the paper and listed
in alphabetical order in a "Literature Cited" section at the end of the written paper in one of the following formats.

For a book by a single author or a multiple authors:
Ehrlich, H. R.1996. Geomicrobiology3rd Edition. Marcel Dekker, Inc. New York. 719 pp.

For a chapter in a book by a single or multiple authors:

Chapelle, F. H., and P. M. Bradley. 1997. Alteration of aquifer geochemistry by microorganisms. In: Hurst, C.J., G. R.
Knudson, M. J. Mclnerney, L. D. Stetzenbach, and M. V. Walter (editors). Manual of Environmental Microbiolog&SM
Press, Washington, D.C. pp. 558-564.

For an article by a single or multiple authors in a periodical:
Suzuki, 1. 1999. Oxidation of inorganic sulfur compounds: Chemical and enzymatic reactions. Canadian Journal of
Microbiology45:97-105.

Note that many of the references you will need may not be in Odum Library. You will either have to request them
through interlibrary loan or get them via JSTOR. You should start your research early.

The following deadlines must be adhered to:

e 15 September 20081 submit a list of 12 possible references by the end of the second week via e-mail with the
references written in the format above. If you are having trouble locating references, see me and | will help you
get started.

e 29 September--submit an outline of your presentation by e-mail.

Reports will be graded on content (as outlined above), style, and ability to use the English language at an appropriate
level, with content as the major criterion. Failure to complete both the presentation and the written paper in a
satisfactory manner will result in a grade of "U" for the course.
