NO LABS
Grading:  You will receive a grade for every scheduled laboratory day whether you do one experiment or more than one experiment.  Your laboratory grade is the average of all the laboratory reports.

Details are available from your laboratory instructor on how each laboratory is to be graded and counted toward the final laboratory grade.

Laboratory Attendance:  Laboratory attendance is mandatory.  Any laboratories missed for excused absences must be made up.  Failure to make up a laboratory results in a "0" for that laboratory.  An unexcused absence results in an automatic "0" for that laboratory with no chance to make up the missed work.  If you think you will be missing a laboratory, talk to your laboratory instructor before your absence so arrangements can be made to make up the lab.

In order to receive credit for each laboratory, you must attend the laboratory, do the laboratory work, and hand in the report.  "Dry labbing", which is either not attending the laboratory, and handing in a report, or not doing the laboratory work while handing in the report will NOT be tolerated and a first offense will result in FAILURE FOR THE COURSE.

Making Up Laboratories:  Once a laboratory is missed, you have until your next laboratory section meets to make up the laboratory or you will not be able to make up the missed laboratory.  Make up laboratories are at the discretion of the laboratory instructor.

If you make up a laboratory in a different laboratory instructor's section, you must have written permission from the regular laboratory instructor and the make up laboratory instructor must also sign the report sheet.  Failure to do this will result in the make up laboratory work not being accepted.  
Lateness:  If you are more than 15 minutes late to a laboratory, you may not be allowed to do the laboratory at that time.

Dropping the course:  If you wish to drop the course and/or not attend the laboratory, you must officially check out of your laboratory bin, even if a second person will still be using it.  Checking out the bin involves washing glassware and making sure glassware and equipment are in there as needed.  Failure to do so (i.e. "unofficially dropping" and not showing up for laboratory any longer) will result in a hold being placed on your records!!!
Eye Protection:  Safety glasses must be worn at all times while experimental work is being performed.  You will be asked to leave the lab if you are not wearing safety glasses and a grade of “0” may be entered for that lab.
