I – Presentation by Dr. Ellen Wiley:  Transferring Video to PowerPoint.  Please see handouts for more information.  When recording narration in PowerPoint, make sure to change sound quality to CD quality before recording.  Wait a few seconds at the beginning and end of each slide.  If re-recording on slide, the computer will ask you if you want to change this slide or go back to the beginning of the presentation.  Space bar advances you through the presentation, escape takes you out of the presentation.    To insert a movie, click insert and select movie file.  Alt + PrintScreen to do a screen capture.  Paste into PowerPoint (Ctrl+V).  Contact John Sizemore for training customized for our faculty.  Dr. Wiley is also willing to do a training session tailored for our faculty.

III – Curriculum Discussion:  Dr. R. Johnston and Ms. T. Enloe
R. Johnston feels that there are three options.  
1 – “Tweaking” – not a major overhaul
2 – “Gelling” -Happy with current courses but some changes need to be made – look at curriculum as a melting pot and see what information needs to be presented
3 – Address the information according to the ASHA guidelines, using the ASHA labels (major overhaul).
Are we looking at tweaking, gelling, or re-vamping. Drs.  Johnston and Hannibal believe we are in the re-vamping stage.  Many undergrad programs do not have exposure to disorders.  The observation course helps the student pull the information together.  Do we want to have graduate students in clinic if we are moving all disorders courses to the graduate level?  Adding another semester to encompass this change would make the program 6 semesters long instead of five.  Is it feasible to go to six semesters?  All of the other universities who have Communication Disorders programs have six, and sometimes seven semesters.  Diagnostics and Counseling may move to Graduate level.  Law & Ethics could be taken back and done within our department, following the example by Middle Grades.  Could encompass Counseling, Law, and Ethics and be a full class.  Undergraduate would focus on normal language and basics such as speech science.  T. Consolini has stated that we do not need two audiology classes.   Organic Speech is the only place the students can get Cerebral Palsy and Cleft/Cranio-facial.  ASHA puts Artic and Phonology together.  Voice and resonance are together as far as ASHA is concerned.  
Dr. MJ will email the Dean to find out of we can go to a six-semester program.  Diagnostics would be a good first graduate semester.  ASHA has changed the observation hour requirement to 25 hours,  but not necessarily undergraduate.  Students should have some background in disorders prior to enrolling in Observation, so that they know what they are looking at.  Are we allowed to go beyond 60 hours?  School placements are becoming harder to set up due to Medicaid payments/restrictions.   As we are looking at the curriculum, we need clarity on whether a program from five to six semesters.  If we end up with two hour classes, teaching load might have 5-6 classes.  
Johnston and Enloe will create sample curriculum to see how things work out.  
PSYC 3110 is no longer required by the House.  EDUC 2130 is the same course.  Keep up with the handouts.
