Schedule for Summer & Fall 2008:
CMJ is finalizing schedule.  Big change with the schedule has definitely affected clinical supervision.  CMJ has asked Dean Gunter to use the correct start times but take our Fridays back.  All afternoon class schedules blocks out students from clinic and supervisors from off-campus supervision.  We will have 10 for the summer, will be hard to justify separate classes for them.  We will need to combine the 10 spring beginners with the summer entrants.  We do not have a final count for summer beginners.  There could potentially be 28-30 if the classes are combined.  If groups are combined CMJ will need input to see how best to combine the schedule.  Motor Speech & Aphasia in the same semester is very difficult.  Motor Speech is needed before Aphasia.  We always have to think about clinic when planning classes.  If all students are in class then no one is available for clinic.  If they are combined there will be two sections of classes in the fall to allow for clinic.  We have to look at the new standards prior to looking at the curriculum again.  Maymester is not confirmed at this point. Should first semester be combined with second semester, or should second semester be combined with third semester.  Second semester combined with third semester would probably be the best option.  

Public school and medical placement – we do not have enough people who can go out and supervise.  We have addressed this before; do we need to visit unless it is a new site or if there is a problem with the student and/or site?  CMJ will email faculty regarding this; however, everyone will have a student to call and check on and keep up with the hours.  Contact with student and supervisor will be primarily phone and email; however there are a few people who will need an actual visit.  Macon, Columbus, Atlanta, and in Florida.  Student teachers are travelers so that we can do the COE observation instrument.  Students can video themselves and email it to faculty, and this would offset the need to travel observe and evaluate the student.  

Live Text:
NCATE has a new program.  We have to justify how our program affects PreK-12 learning.  We have to present data that says this happens.  Progress reports accomplish this.  Early Childhood does this in Live Text.  Other programs had pre-post report data with 3-4 data entry points.  When our students begin the program they are entered into Live Text.  Client initial and data sets could be input into Live Text (either by CMJ or trained graduate student).  This could be used to calibrate “affect size,” which Dean Gunter believes is the best way to show learning.  We have the FACCC in Live Text as an assessment measure, which shows pre and post data.  CMJ would like Dean Gunter to present more information on this subject.  Information would be collected in clients in the Pre-K – 12th grade.  Might be easier to start with school-based setting that has IEPs and school age who work in phonemic awareness.  There is an assessment piece in Live Text, but we do not have any data to show how our students affect the PreK-12 population. 
A calendar was distributed to faculty.  Live Text is changing at VSU.  COMD has two people assigned to learn the New Generation Live Text.  Review the calendar and see if there are any online training sessions you would like to attend.  Remember that the Live Text server is one hour behind us in Central Time.  CMJ and Brice should plan to attend the training on the last Thursday of the month.  CMJ is thinking about training Shekemia as our Live Text assistant and will be able to help faculty with Live Text questions.  We might also include Doran in training to assist with this.  

SACS Reaccreditation

Curriculum committee:  Enloe, Consolini, Hull, CMJ, Stonestreet.  It is time to come together to discuss changes to curriculum.  With SACS coming in Spring 2009 we will not be making any changes to the curriculum.  We have to update our website.  None of our links are working.   Brice, MGR, and Wagner will preview the website and see what needs to be updated.  Changes to COE webpage could be affecting our links.  If faculty has any suggestions or input for webpage updating please send to Wagner and the webpage committee can discuss.

Executive Council for Grad school meets Feb 7th, proposal to change our name from COMD to CSD.  Had to justify three letters, CSD.  There are many programs that have two and three letters.  Did not anticipate a problem.  SACS says even this is a substantial change.  Dean must now complete a form to see if the change is accepted.  Any change that was made would have to complete this process.  Hold off on any unnecessary changes until the SACS visit is complete.
