GRADE LEVEL:  5th Grade
Idea/Activity (Description): Students put on a short skit, the skit relates to a key point in the story, in this case it is the part where Stuart almost gets lost in the drain looking for his mothers’ wedding ring. The children will go on their own little ring hunt, down a tube constructed from paper and large enough for them to fit through. The tube is to be long and dark like the drain and will be placed horizontally on the floor to prevent injuries. On either side will be classmates, one giving instructions and the other with the ring. It will be dark in the tunnel because of pieces of black material on either side making it dark.   Students will have to enter the dark tunnel and make it to the other side by crawling straight ahead.

The play section or book chapter related to the CREATIVE IDEA/ACTIVITY: Chapter one, where Stuart rescues his mother’s wedding band from the drain. 
Materials: 3 cardboard boxes of medium size, 2 pieces of black felt, and a ring prop, also students will need name cards and parts for the skit. 
Directions/ Procedures: Students will be given each a part there will be a narrator, Stuart, Mother, and a person at the other side with the ring prop, most likely the narrator. Children will do the skit in rotations and each character will come to the front of the classroom. Students will not be given reading parts they will be add-libbing since this is such a small part but important one. 
There will be an essential question. 

“how big did Stuart have to be to go down that drain? And how big will we have to be to go down that box tunnel?”

After the activity is over, students will be given a talk about sizes and how small Stuart had to have been to go in that hole, turn taking skills could also be demonstrated in the form of the students taking part in the role-playing process.
