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Title: Canoe Adventure

Idea/Activity (Description): Have the students write a story about where they will go and what they will do with their canoe. After they finish writing their adventure the students will make and design their canoe.

Chapter 8

Materials:

· Construction Paper, any color

· Eight pack of Crayola Crayons per student

· A piece of notebook paper, one per student

· Pencil

Directions/ Procedures:

After reading chapter eight in Stuart Little the students will go back to their desk. On their way they will pick up the art materials they will need. The teacher will show the students how to make their canoe with their construction paper. Then the students will write their story. The story will be about where they will go in their canoe adventure. They should also tell what they find. After they finished writing their story they will color and design their canoe. The instructions for creating the canoe are below.

1. Fold a piece of paper in half, from top to bottom.

2. Fold the right corner into the middle of the paper. 

3. Fold the left corner into the middle of the paper.

4. Fold up one part of the bottom of the paper. 

5. Flip the paper over. 

6. Turn in both ends of the paper.

7. Fold down the triangle.

8. Fold bottom of paper over the triangle point.

9. Insert thumbs to open canoe.
