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Title:  What if I were Stuart Little?

Grade Level:         Fifth Grade

Idea/Activity:  After reading Stuart Little students will put their selves in Stuart Little’s’ shoes by thinking “what would I do if I were Stuart Little?’’ Stuart faced many challenges during the book.  Ask the students to write what they would do if they were as small as Stuart Little.  Would they leave and venture out by themselves as Stuart did?  Or stay at home and do what?  After the writing ask them to draw a picture about what they wrote about to portray a particular scene in their writing.  When everyone is finished allow them to share with the class or with a group of partners. Encourage them to communicate about others stories and pictures.

Materials:  Paper, Pencils, Crayons, Markers 
Directions/Procedures:  Allow the students to think about what they want to write.  Allow them to write.  Ask them to pick out a main idea from the story that they have written.  Allow them to draw the picture on the paper using markers, crayons, paints.  Allow the students when finished to share with classmates and/or teacher.

Estimated Time:  Two ELA periods, could be spread over two days.

Technology Connection:  If time permits allow students to word process the document.
