Idea/Activity (Description):        TITLE:  PUPPET SHOW
After students have read the Stuart Little Book, put the students into groups of 3. Have the students agree on their favorite part of the book. In each group, let the students choose the character they would like to portray in a puppet show. Finally, have them make puppets either out paper bags that resemble their character and let them put on a two minute puppet show of their favorite part.

Materials: Paper bags, safety scissors, markers, school glue, construction paper, and a simple puppet stage set up.
Directions/ Procedures:

Put students into groups of about three. Then, have each group agree on a favorite chapter to portray in a puppet show (allow 3 minutes). After each group has chosen a chapter, have each student in the group choose a different character in that chapter to portray (allow 2 minutes). When the students have chosen a character, have them begin to make their puppets to look like the character (see example below). After each student is finished making their puppet (allow about 10 minutes to make puppet), have each group, one at a time, go behind the puppet stage and put on a two minute puppet show of the chapter they have chosen.
