Directions/ Procedures:

The teacher will first lay out listed materials along with any other art materials needed. Then she will explain that the students are going to be creating a new character for the book Stuart Little. They will pretend like this character would be in a new added chapter of the book. Then the students will use the art materials to create the character they had in mind. Let the students know that the character can be an animal or human, what ever they can imagine, but will be a puppet in a play. The puppets in the attached pictures where made by first painting the chosen pieces of styrofoam. Then you will glue the decorative pieces on the Styrofoam like the eyes, mouth, and hair. After adding all the pieces, you will then put the craft wood sticks through the bottom to make it an official puppet. Following making the puppets, you will ask the students to write an appropriate length paper on the character they made telling its name and details about it. After telling who the puppet is and describing it, then they will tell where it would come into the new chapter and how the character would meet Stuart Little. After the students have made the puppets and wrote the paper/story about it, they will then use the puppets to put on a puppet show of their stories.
