TITLE: It’s a backdrop!!
Idea/Activity (Description):

 In this activity students will use a shoe box and re-create a backdrop from one of the scenes in the Stuart Little play and at least one character that was seen on stage while this backdrop was in use. The teacher can choose to do this in groups and give each group a backdrop and then when everyone is finished there will be all the backdrops that were seen in the play. Another way to do this is to let each student work independently. Each shoe box with the backdrop in it can be displayed in the classroom or in the school library. The students will have to measure their shoe box and know the size of it so that they can cut their paper to fit and also make their characters small/big enough to go in the box.
