Materials:

·  1 white cotton ball
· 1 black bottle of fabric paint gel
· 1 pink bottle of fabric paint gel
· 1 bottle of glue

· 1 box of markers
· 1 paper clip

· 1 q-tip to cut both ends off

· 1 white poster (for class)
Directions/ Procedures:

1.) Pass out supplies, and show students model.

2.) Have students decorate cotton ball any way they would like.
a. Cotton ball-body

b. Cut ends off q-tip for ears

c. Make mouth, eyes and nose with fabric paint gel

3.) Have students raise one end of paper clip so that it will be easy to “flick” Stuart Little and see how far he jumps.

4.) Have students “flick” the Stuart Little cotton ball and record how far he jumped.

5.) Have students come together as a class and construct a bar graph using markers and poster board to record whose cotton ball with the furthest and the shortest
