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Title: Stuart Measures Up

Idea/Activity (Description):

Students will make a Stuart Little finger puppet out of construction paper. Then students will listen to the Stuart Measures Up skit, and participate with the class response: “I may be small, but I can do it all.”

The play section or book chapter related to the CREATIVE IDEA/ACTIVITY:

Chapter 1: In the Drain 

Materials:

· ¼ piece of grey, brown, or light blue Construction paper
· 2 pink construction paper circles (for each student)

· 2 black construction paper circles (for each student)

· Crayons (to color/draw eyes)

· Scissors

· Glue stick
Directions/ Procedures:

First read Chapter on in the Stuart Little book. Make an emphasis on how small Stuart Little is. Discuss the portions of the chapter that highlight Stuart’s height. The book says he was only two inches high, and he slept in a bed made of four clothes pins and a cigarette box. Have the class think of other objects that are two inches high, so they will have a better understanding of how tall Stuart is. (An example of an object that is two inches high is a car key, and I would show the class my key on my keychain as a visual.)
Next have the students create their mouse finger puppet. 

Instructions
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	Fold the 1/4 sheet of paper in half again.
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	Turn the fold toward your stomach & draw a curving line from the left corner to the right side.
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	Do not unfold the paper, but cut on the curved line. 
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	Now glue the curved sides together. 
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	The straight side should be left open (this is for your finger to go in).
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	Punch a hole near the top corner (side opposite the fold) for the tail to go in(optional, may use construction paper). 
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	Tie the string in the hole for the tail (optional, may use construction paper).
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	Now glue the pompom or bead on the nose & add reinforcement or wiggly eyes (optional, may use construction paper). 
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	A little ways up the curve glue the 2 pink circles on for the ears -- one on each side of the 'mouse'.  I usually just glue about 1/2 of them on the construction paper & let the other 1/2 stick up from the body.
 
Now, Read the Stuart Measures Up skit, and have students participate with the class response: “I may be small, but I can do it all.” They will use their puppets as they respond.



Stuart Measures Up Skit

Teacher (as Stuart): “Oh, my brave little son,” said my mother with kiss.

All: “Even though I’m small, I can do it all!”
