Materials: A sheet of newspaper or wax paper (If desired to place in water use wax paper) per student approximately 22” x 15”, markers, Color pencils or Crayons, scissors, Construction paper or scrap pieces of paper and glue to decorate boat.  
Directions/ Procedures:  After reading chapter 7 of Stuart Little or watching the Stuart Little play, instruct students how to make the paper boat from the directions listed on http://www.harperchildrens. com/hch/picture/features/stuartlittle/boat.asp.  Once the boat is made instruct the students to decorate their paper sail boat the way they think Stuart’s boat would have looked like.  Have students discuss the different parts of the story; plot, setting, and the different characters in the story or play.  You could create a worksheet with questions about the parts of the play if you didn’t want to ask orally.
