· a created Stuart Little outline or stencil (or other figures from Stuart Little)

· dictionary

Directions/ Procedures:

· Review the Stuart Little book or play and develop a list of words that you think the children may struggle with while trying to read the Stuart Little novel or while watching the play (this may be done by chapter for the novel).
· Assign each student a vocabulary word to define
· The student’s will trace and cut out a Stuart Little figure or create a figure from the book (ex. A bird, a boat, a ring, etc.)

· The student will write the word and definition on their cut out figure

· They can decorate their figure as well as the bulletin board or poster

· Allow each student o post their figure on the bulletin board. Have fun creating a unique board for the student’s to utilize. 

Estimated Time: 30-45 minutes 

***TIPS: Use the board to develop the student’s vocabulary and refer to the board when reading the novel. You may also want to test the student’s on the vocabulary words or have them write sentences using the vocabulary words.
