The students will pretend that they are Stuart and write a letter to Harriet asking to meet her. They will then make masks of Stuart and Harriet and pick out a partner to act out the scenes where Stuart writes and delivers the letter and Harriet receives it, opens it, and reads it.

The play section or book chapter related to the CREATIVE IDEA/ACTIVITY: 
In chapter 13 Stuart sees Harriet Ames who is a little girl only about 2 inches tall. He decides to write her a letter asking if he can meet her. 
Materials:

Paper plates, gray or white construction paper, black construction paper, pink construction paper, yellow yarn, markers or crayons, staples or glue, beads or buttons, string, scissors, hole puncher
Directions/ Procedures:

1) Give a brief review on letter writing. 2) Have students pretend they are Stuart and write a short letter to Harriet asking to meet her. 3) Pass out materials and have students create a mask for either Stuart or Harriet. (NOTE: There must be an equal number of Harriets and Stuarts if possible) 4) Have students pick a partner and act out there interpretation of the scene where Stuart writes the letter and delivers it to Harriet. She then receives and reads it.
