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TITLE: “Ping Pong Extravaganza”

GRADE LEVEL: Kindergarten
Idea/Activity (Description): Students will make a ping pong racket using paper plates. Ping pong balls will be available to the students for this activity. Three students will act out the scene in the book found on page 7. This scene consists of the Little’s playing ping pong. Two students will play ping pong and the other student will play Stuart and chase the ball. When the ball is bounced off of the table and the Little’s are not able to get it, then it is left up to Stuart to save the ball. At this time, the student playing Stuart will chase the ball and act as if it is such a heavy ball and such a hard task to accomplish. The student will then pursue the goal of getting the ball and not giving up. The student playing Stuarrt should act out the part in a very dramatic way, stressing the weight of the ball and using all of their might. Any questions the students have can be asked after directions are given.


The students will then write about a time in their life, maybe in school, sports, or any other area of life, when they struggled to accomplish something just as Stuart did. The students can draw a web to organize their feelings and then write a few sentences stating what their experience was.

The students will be using a “circle” paper plate for their ping pong rackets. The class can talk about shapes, draw more shapes, and compare the shapes.

Materials: 
· 2 Paper plates

· Paint Stirrer
· Markers, crayons, or any type of drawing materials

· Stapler

· Ping pong balls

Directions/ Procedures: 

1. The students will be given 2 paper plates each. 2 paper plates will be used to for main part of the racket that actually hits the ball. The students can decorate the ping pong racket however they desire using crayons, markers, or any other types of drawing materials.
2. The handle is made using 1 paint stirrer. 
3. The students will flip one paper plate over and then place the paint stirrer about halfway up the plate. The other plate should then be placed over the top of plate one and the paint stirrer, bottom down. Then, take a stapler and staple all three together. Then make three more staples- 12 o’clock, 3 o’clock, and 9 o’clock.
4. The students will need a long desk available. It there are no long desks available then two of the student’s desks can be placed together.
5. The students will then act out the scene in the book. Two students playing Mr. And Mrs. Little will hit the ping pong ball back and forth.

6. When the ball bounces away, the student playing Stuart will then chase after the ball and use all of their might to return the ball back to his parents. Make sure the student understands that while acting out this part, the student needs to pretend they were a mouse and be very dramatic while struggling to return the ball.

7. After all students have finished their drama activity then the students will go back to their seats and write a few sentences about a time in their life that they had to struggle to accomplish something just as Stewart did. This can be related to school, sports, or any other area in life.
