Idea/Activity (Description): TITLE: Mixing Colors with Slime
Students will learn how primary colors mix together to make other colors (green, orange, and purple) they will also feel and describe the texture of the slime.

1. In The Drain
Materials:

· Slime: 2 cups water, ½ cup cornstarch, food coloring (I would go ahead and make this at home it is very messy)
· Little Dixie cups 
Directions/ Procedures:

· Make three cups of slime for each child with small amounts of each color of slime.
· Pass the cups out.

· Ask the children what colors they see.

· Ask the children to mix red and blue.

· Ask what color they made…Purple.

· Continue this process to make orange and green.
· Ask the students what the slime feels like, looks like, and smells like.
