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Stuart Little Activity #2

Name of activity: Stuart’s Magic Compass

Grade level: 2nd
Idea/Activity: The students will make a compass for Stuart to use as he travels “north” on his trip to find Margalo.

Fine Arts Connections: Topic: Artistic Skills and Knowledge: Creating, Producing, and Performing. Standard:  Uses a variety of art materials and techniques to model, compose, and construct original artworks.

Connections:

Social Studies (Geography) Topic: Map and Globe Skills Standard: Identifies a compass rose as a directional tool.

The play section or book chapter related to the Creative Idea/Activity: This idea came from page 21 of the play.

Materials: printer paper, markers, crayons, scissors, glue, color pencils, and circle templates.

Directions/Procedures: The students will draw a circle on a piece of paper then cut out the circle. The students will also draw a smaller circle and cut that out as well. The students will glue the smaller circle onto the bigger circle and then draw an arrow onto the little circle. The students will then write the letters N, E, S, W in the appropriate positions. After this, the students may decorate the compass anyway they would like.
Estimated Time: 15-20 minutes

Technology Connections: If needed, the students can use the internet to look at pictures of compasses.
