ECED 2999 Tips to Earn an “S”

1. Complete all requirements for ECED 2999 as soon as possible.  (If you have all requirements completed before mid-term, then you will be able to register for the ECE Program courses during “early registration.” Or if you have all requirements completed by the end of the semester, you will be able to register for the ECE Program courses at the next registration.)
2. Check several times during the semester your Admission to Teacher Education page in your Banner account.  (This is the page that shows most of your requirements for ECED 2999, which includes GPA, number of coursework hours, Regents’ Test, GACE I Test, criminal background check, and professional liability insurance.  It does not show the LiveText orientation attendance or form completions.  That information will be sent to instructors at mid-term and end of the semester.) (Please note: Most of you received a copy of your Admission to Teacher Education page at the ECED 2999 meeting.  The highlighted information indicated the areas that you need to address.)
3. Purchase professional liability insurance and complete criminal background check.  (You can complete both of these in the COE Advising Center in the Education Building room 222 and phone number: 259-5502.) 
4. Sign up early and take the tests that you need, such as the Regents’ Test and/or the GACE Basic Skills Test. (Need to check registration dates and dates scores will be reported. GACE info: www.gace.nesinc.com/GA2_testdates.asp   VSU will need to receive the scores before the end of the semester.)
5. Sign up early and attend the LiveText orientation.  (You only have to attend the LiveText orientation once.  The LiveText orientation did not begin until the Summer 2007 Semester.)
6. Carefully follow the time schedule and directions in the ECED 2999 syllabus to purchase and activate your LiveText account and to check the forms in your account.  (if you have questions about LiveText contact Dr. Cox at:  ccox@valdosta.edu  You only have to purchase LiveText once.  You can purchase LiveText at the VSU Bookstore or online and at: http://college.livetext.com/college.  It is cheaper online, but you will need a credit card to purchase.) 
7. Maintain a GPA of 2.5 or higher, and have completed 30 hours or more of coursework prior to enrollment in ECED 2999. (Check to see if you have 30 or more completed coursework hours at beginning of this course.   GPAs will be reviewed at the end of semester.) 
8. Maintain your ECED 2999 checklist to be sure you have completed all requirements.  (An ECED 2999 checklist is provided below.  See ECED 2999 syllabus for complete course information.  Syllabus linked online at http://www.valdosta.edu/coe/ecre/StudentInformation.shtml)
