ECSE GUIDELINES FOR CONCERN FORM

IN ADDITION TO THE EXAMPLES LISTED ON THE COLLEGE OF EDUCATION CONCERN FORM, THE FOLLOWING BEHAVIORS CONSTITUTE A CONCERN FORM FOR ALL STUDENTS:

· when a student fails a practicum;
· if a mentor or principal shares a concern, it should be investigated to see if it warrants a concern form; 
· the mentor’s final evaluation/disposition indicates area(s) of concern;
· when faculty meet together to fill out the disposition forms at the end of the semester, and the student has a 1 or 2 in any of the following areas:

-present and punctual for work;

-completes assigned work on time;

-uses profanity or derogatory remarks;

-demonstrates self-control (for example –harsh treatment of students);

· when faculty meet together to fill out the disposition forms at the end of the semester, and the student has a 1 in any of the following areas:

        -grammatical errors in speaking; and 

        -grammatical errors in writing;

· when a student’s grade on the grammar post-test is lower than an 80.
DURING STUDENT TEACHING THE FOLLOWING BEHAVIORS CONSTITUTE A CONCERN FORM FOR ALL STUDENTS:
· failure to submit assignments/requirements, attend required meetings , or being late more than one time with lesson plans or any other requirement;

· failure to respond to e-mail by the requested time, or if a requested time is not listed, then the response must be within two days; and 
· failure to submit on time and secure approval for lesson plans prior to teaching a scheduled lesson.
ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:
· practicum students will fill out the disposition forms at the beginning of ECED/SEEC 3190, end of ECED/SEEC 3690, end of ECED/SEEC 4690, end of SEEC 4140, end of ECED 4790, and end of ECED/SPEC 5010;

· additional student reviews to be conducted during semester by section faculty as warranted; and 
· all faculty within a section meet together to discuss and evaluate the dispositions at the end of the semester. (The ECSE Practicum and Student Teacher Coordinator will meet with the ECED 4690 and the SEEC 4690 faculty when they complete their dispositions to determine students needing a 5 week plan.)
