Chapter VII. The Sailboat Race
Materials:
· Milk carton 

· Construction paper (multiple colors)

· Straws 

· Styrofoam

·  Glue and tape
· Hole punch

· Craft Sticks

· String

· Plastic wrap: for the bottom of the boat to keep it from soaking up too much water in the race 
Directions/ Procedures:

Cover the milk carton with construction paper.

Cut the Styrofoam into small squares, cover with construction paper
Glue the Styrofoam square to the top of the milk carton
Cut the sails out of construction paper punch a hole at the top and bottom and then thread through the straws
Cut a flag out of construction paper and attach to the top of one of the straws

Push the straws through the Styrofoam

Cut a small oval out of construction paper and write the name of the boat on it and glue to the side of the boat.  And can decorate the boat with doors and windows
Glue a craft stick so it sticks out front and tie a piece of string from the first straw to the craft stick.

Estimated Time: __20 to 30 minutes to make the boat, depending upon how many boats can race at one time will depend on the duration of the race ____
