The meeting was called to order at 1:25 pm with Dr. Lynn Minor presiding. 

Approval of Minutes:  The April 4, 2008 faculty meeting minutes were approved after adding Inez Heath, Tonja Root and Lynn Minor to the Faculty present section and the sentence in the ECSE Curriculum subject area was revised.
Introductions:  Dr. Minor introduced Lori Tenery, our department’s new Senior Secretary who will assist in student placements, live text entries and with the GOML program demands.  Other introductions included the new Early Childhood faculty, Sheryl Dasinger and Yvonne Killgo and the new Special Education faculty, Chris Bond, Paulette Taylor, Alicja Rieger and Julia White.
Practicum Notebooks:  The faculty was asked if they would remember to ask their practicum students to stop by the department office and pick up their notebooks with a deadline of 2 weeks.  Afterwards they will be discarded. 
Department Goals:
Dr. Minor handed out the COE Strategic Goals sheet.  She introduced a Powerpoint presentation listing the strengths and weaknesses of the current programs.   She encouraged faculty input.  

ECE - Need to examine classroom management area – more specific data needed.


SPE - Need to examine classroom management and five year to four year program.   


Online – Need more consistent method/process for collecting observations of teaching data.

Goal 1:  
Effect Size Data – the greater the effect size the more positive impact on learning.  Again, more consistency for collection is needed.

Goal 2:

Portfolios – not going to revise old SEEC program due to redesign plans of a five year program to a four year program. 




    -  need to look at a lot of the Early Childhood data collection, so that only the data that is needed for assessment is actually gathered (for PARR, PSC, etc.) - too much data is collected which is not needed.
Goal 3:

Curricula - complete curriculum redesign of SEEC to a four year program.



M.Ed. in ECE – restructure to include a combination of online and face to face courses.

Goal 4:

Refine process – examine each program and reduce quantity of data collected (Goal 2, part b.)

Goal 5:

Need for new teachers- includes need for new teachers statewide and nationwide.
 - secure necessary resources to increase enrollment in               established and newly developed programs.  

- begin Birth – Five by Summer of 2009.

Goal 6:

Advanced Programs – recruit candidates for ECED Masters and Ed. S.

- explore options for advanced programs.

Faculty is to email Dr. Minor any other specific initiatives to pursue under these goals.  They can be goal specific.  Dr. Minor will collect and then send them out to be approved.

Please remember that our department goals must align with the COE and University Goals.

Practicum placements: (application handout) Lori will coordinate our Field Experience placements with all communication from schools going through Lori.  Practicum instructors are to meet with students and complete application for practicum placement.  Practicum Course and Instructor need to be added to application.  Students will be in place, including SEEC on-campus students, by Sept. 8, 2008.

Five Year Grant:  Dr. Karla Hull is director with Dr. Lynn Minor and Dr. Shirley Thompson as Project Coordinators.  Let Dr. Minor know if any faculty members are interested in assisting in working on program   developments.  This commitment will be for a semester.  She will be allowed to give a small stipend to any listed as part of the grant.    Dr. Minor will get a list of meeting dates together, as a syllabus needs to be developed asap.  

Spring Semester/Banner Courses:  SACS requirement: Classes which utilize Web CT are categorized as hybrid.  50% or more is considered an online course.  Approval must be acquired before courses can be considered online, so you must let Dr. Minor know.    
Department Committees Needed:  Search Committee, Personnel (Promotion and Tenure) and Honors.  Please email Dr. Minor.
COE Committees:  The Campbells have declined to serve.  Dr. Ortlieb, Dr. Lu and Dr. Doepker have been assigned to serve on these committees by Dr. Minor.   New faculty will not be chosen to serve during their first semester.
Printing:  When assigning work for students, keep in mind that they are now charged for printing, if they exceed their $12.50 limit that the student fees cover.  Afterwards the amount the student must pay is  $.05 per copy.   

Helen Ruffin Reading Bowl:  Dr. Doepker announced that it will be on February 7, 2009 (no snow date).  She needs to recruit moderators and students to set up on the Friday before and help out Saturday as runners and scorers.
