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Title: Help Find Margalo

Idea/Activity (Description): In the story Stuart Little, Margalo goes missing and no one knows where she is. Students will create their own missing Margalo poster to help Stuart find Margalo.

Directions/ Procedures: 

On construction paper students will make a picture of Margalo. Students will have the choice of drawing Margalo or color a print out of Margalo. Students will also have the option of choosing a different bird we have studied to use as Margalo. On the bottom of construction paper students will write (with assistance from teacher if needed) a brief description of what Margalo looks like, where she was last seen, and even offer an reward for any information. Then students can try to think of where Stuart would place the missing posters at. Would he hand them in all over Central Park or hand them out to people on the street?   After students have finished making their poster, we can play a game of find Margalo on the playground. I will make up my own poster with clues and groups of students can work together and find different places of where I placed Margalo on the playground.
