Chapter 14- Where Stuart is adding the finishing touches on his canoe to prepare for his evening with Harriet. He was angry that he didn’t have anything better than ice cream spoons for paddles, so I decided the 2nd graders could make a better canoe for him to better accommodate Harriet.

Materials:

20 Q-tips

10 packs of 48 ct. Crayola crayons

20 cotton balls
20 pieces of construction paper

10 bottle of glue
Directions/ Procedures:

The students will work in pairs of 2 to make a better canoe for Stuart to take Harriet on the river with. Using crayons they will first draw a canoe on their construction paper. Next, they will glue 1 q-tip on one side of the canoe and glue another q-tip on the other side of the canoe. Lastly, they will glue a cotton ball on their canoe to serve as Harriet’s pillow. The students can draw any extra things on their canoe that they think will make Stuart’s canoe look nice for his evening with Harriet. They will write their own version of how Stuart made the canoe look better.
