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TITLE:  Little TV & Little Teleprompter    GRADE LEVEL: 4th Grade

Idea/Activity (Description): Students will work in groups of three to create a mock television and teleprompter with tissue boxes. After the television and teleprompter are constructed, one student will turn the television, one will turn the teleprompter, and the third student will read the teleprompter. Students will switch positions for different chapters.

Chapter 3: Washing Up. Page 13-17

Materials:

1. 2 full size tissue boxes per group

2. At least 10 sheets of 8 1/2 X 11 typing paper per group

3. Glue and tape for each group

4. Mixed media for creating a pictures

5. 6 pencils per group
6. 1 pair of scissors per group
Directions/ Procedures:

1. Ensure tissue boxes are empty and remove plastic liner.

2. Use scissors to enlarge tissue hole.

3. Using a sharpened pencil, poke 4 holes in each box.

a. Remember to poke the boxes in the opposite manner.

4. For teleprompter box, glue and tape two pencils together to form 1 long rod. 

5. Repeat step 4.

6. Children will either copy or type/print any chapter they want for the teleprompter box. 

7. Glue sheets of paper together lengthwise.

8. Roll up the manuscript and insert into a tissue box. 

9. Insert a long pencil through manuscript and affix one end to the pencil.

10. Unravel the manuscript and affix the other end on the opposite pencil.

11. Wind pencils evenly to avoid tearing paper.

12. For the television cut typing paper in half.

13. Have students draw on the typing paper using ideas from their selected chapter.

14. Assembly is the same as the teleprompter (start at step 7).
Estimated Time:  30 minutes

Technology Connections: While reading their teleprompter, the students use a karaoke machine or a similar amplifier with a microphone to help them increase the volume of their voice.
