The idea for this activity can be found throughout the entire book. The characters Stuart, Mr. and Mrs. Little, and Snowbell inspired the activity. 
Materials:

1. Scale
2. Heavy items (ex: bricks or books)

3. Light items (ex: candy or small stuffed animals)

4. Computer with Excel (or other equivalent programs)
5. Construction paper

6. Tissue Paper

7. Glue

8. Scissors

9. Paint/ crayons

10. Cereal boxes

11. Straight pins

Directions/ Procedures:

1. The students will weigh different items; for example, research the average weight of a mouse, man, woman, and cat and allow the students to see how much it takes to reach each average weight. 
2. Tell the students they will then be weighed.

3. After all students have been weighed, explain that they will be making a graph using the different weights.

4.  Once the graph has been completed, the students will create their own scale showing how much they weighed.
