Dear Mom and Dad, We are learning about mail carriers. I am sending this letter to see how the mail works. We will see this letter in a few days. Love, __________
The paraprofessional and I will walk around the classroom to help each student individually write this letter. The students will fold the letter into a hotdog two times and give the letters to me. I will already have each student’s address on an envelope and place each letter in each student’s envelope. I will explain to them why I put their address on the envelope. I will explain to the student’s that after school today, I will take the letters to the post office and mail them so they will go to their house. The students will more than likely go home and tell their parents that they are going to be receiving a letter from them.
