Large paper plates (small plates optional) , construction paper, yarn, glue, staple, crayons or markers, googly eyes (optional), scissors.
Directions/ Procedures:

Teacher:
1. Cut large plates in half and if you are using small plates for ears cut them in half also.

2. cut triangle for the nose of the plate.

3. punch holes in each side for the yarn to go through.

4. cut yarn for around the head and for whiskers.

Students:
1. Color and decorate ears and mask.

2. Glue small plates for ears or construction paper.

3. Glue on eyes or cut eyes out.
4. Put the yarn through and have teacher tie it.

5. Wear the mask.
