Materials:

Brown paper bags, large white construction paper, regular sized construction paper, stickers, foam stars, scissors, tape, pipe cleaners, crayons, washable markers, and glue sticks. 
Directions/ Procedures:
1. Read a few paragraphs of Ch. 6 in the book so children have an idea of what Stuart did while wearing his sailor suit. 
2. Have discussion on different types of professions. Incorporate book by talking about professions throughout the book. For example: Dr. Carey the Dentist, Miss Gunderson the Teacher, The Storekeeper, The Repairman, etc.

3. Decorate hats made from folded white construction paper. 

4. Decorate pre-cut paper grocery bag vests with crayons, markers, stickers and foam stars. 

5. Explain to students that the purpose of the star is for them to know that when sailors sail they use stars to guide them through the night. 
6. Explore outside with spyglass pre-made out of rolled up colored construction paper. 

7. Discuss what students found as well as what students think that Stuart found.
