Different colors of the rectangle pieces of cloth (blanket and sheet) for Stuart

Pencil Boxes

Pieces of paper for children to may a sign to put on Stuart’s bed that says “Sleep Tight Stuart”

Notebook paper

Play Dough 

Blank pieces of paper 
Directions/ Procedures:
The teacher will have each to student to choose what color sheet and blanket that they want Stuart to have.

 Then the teacher will have each student to choose which color pencil box they would like.

The teacher will then have each student make their own Stuart out of play dough.

After the students have made their Stuart out of play dough the teacher will have the students lay their sheet in the pencil box.

 The students will then lay their Stuart in his bed followed by the students laying their blanket over Stuart. After they have finished tucking Stuart in they can close Stuart’s bed up and put the sign that says “Sleep tight Stuart.”
When the students are finished making Stuart’s bed they can write what they like doing while lying in their bed.
