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Improv/Writing Prompt Cubes
GRADE LEVEL:  3rd Grade
Idea/Activity (Description):  
· Students use cubes to improv how a character would react in a setting

· Students use cubes to prompt creative writing activity of how a character experience in the setting

Directions/ Procedures:

· Prior to doing activity:

· Print (print out on card stock for sturdier cube), cut, and assemble cubes
Improv Directions

This activity can be done as a large group activity or an independent small group activity (once directions are given to students.

· Student is to roll both character and setting cubes.
· Student is to act out how they think the character would act in that setting

Option:
· Have another student roll only the character cube and they are to interact with the previous student.

· Have numerous students roll character cube and allow them to interact “in character”.

Writing Prompt Directions

Writing prompt cubes can be used in independent writing or writing center once directions are given to students.

· Student is to roll both character and setting cubes then write a piece based on the cube results of how they believe that the character would react in that setting.
