TITLE:
 “Mailing Stuart”

GRADE LEVEL: 2nd
Idea/Activity (Description):  Student’s will decorate an envelope, mail it to a character from the story, and design the envelopes stamp. Student’s will place object in the envelope to make it equal to the weight of Stuart Little, a third of an ounce (1/3 oz).

mailed for 3 cents and weighs 1/3 oz.

Directions/ Procedures:

1) Hand out pre-made envelopes 

2) Allow students to address envelopes

3) Allow students to decorate envelopes and design the stamp

4) Demonstrate how much 1/3 oz weighs by passing around sugar weighing 1/3 oz

5) Pass out Ziploc bags pre filled with various objects
6) Have students estimate what 1/3 oz is by filling the envelope with the objects
