TITLE:  Fish-Feathers
Idea/Activity (Description): Students will discover the difference in the literal meanings of phrases and the meaning of a figure of speech, like “fish-feathers”. They will create fish with feathers to compare to the teacher’s fish with fish scales.

The play section or book chapter related to the CREATIVE IDEA/ACTIVITY:

The phrase “fish-feathers” is in chapter twelve, page 92 in the book Stuart Little.
Materials: 
The materials include construction paper, colored printer paper, or white printer paper, fish template, feathers, sequins, googol eyes, and glue. 
Directions/ Procedures:

The teacher will print one fish template per child, plus one sample on colored paper. Before the class begins, the teacher will create a sample scaled fish with sequins and an eye ball. The students will take the fish templates and glue one eye ball on the fish. Then they will glue feathers on the fish. Then they will compare the scaled fish with the feathered fish that they created.
