The play section or book chapter related to the CREATIVE IDEA/ACTIVITY:

Chapter one—pages 3-4
Materials:

· 1 sheet of white construction paper per student
· Crayons (enough for groups of three or four students)
· 1 sheet of notebook paper per student
· 1 pencil per student
Directions/ Procedures:

· Read from the last paragraph on page three to the last paragraph on page four of Stuart Little by E. B. White.
· Discuss with the students that Stuart was able to climb into the drain because of his size.

· Tell the students that each person does something well. (e.g., riding bike, skating, etc.)

· Tell the students that today we are going to draw a self portrait of ourselves doing something that we do well.

· Divide the students into groups of three of four.

· Provide each student with a sheet of white construction paper.  Provide each group with a box of crayons.  Remind the students that each group will have to share crayons.

· Have each student draw and color their picture.
· Have each student write one to two sentences describing his or her picture.

· Once the pictures and sentence(s) are complete, have the students act out what they drew.  Have the other students guess what it is.
