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Idea/Activity (Description): TITLE:  The Great Boat Race 
Students will create and decorate a boat as a connection to the boat race.

STANDARDS:

The play section or book chapter related to the CREATIVE IDEA/ACTIVITY: Chapter 7 page 36 of the book.
Materials: Newspapers, wax paper, markers or crayons

 Directions/Procedures:   Make a boat out of newspaper. 1. Use a sheet of newspaper and fold it in half. 2. Fold outer corners to meet in the middle. 3. Take on layer of paper and fold bottom edge up. 4. Fold bottom edge up once more Turn Over and repeat steps 3 and 4 on the other side. 5. Hold from bottom hold front with left hand. Hold back with right hand. Pull apart gently. 6. Flatten then fold front flap up, turn boat over and do the same thing on the back. 7. Pull forward with left hand. 8. Hold boat LIGHTLY on both sides and pull outward so that the bottom edge moves up. Wax paper can be used instead of newspaper if you would like to construct a boat that will float. 
Estimated Time:  30-40minutes
Technology Connections: Use the over head projector to show students what a real sail boat looks like. You may also give the students the opportunity to search the internet to look at the different types of boats.

1. Use sheet of newspaper approximately 22”X 15”. Fold in Half. 
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3. Taking ONE LAYER of the newspaper ONLY. Fold Bottom edge up to A and B as shown.  
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4. Fold bottom edge up once more. Turn Over and repeat steps 3and 4 on the other side. 
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6. Flatten AT X to get the figure shown. Then fold front flap up as shown by dotted line and arrow. TURN BOAT OVER and turn back flap up in the same way.
7. Pull forward with left hand. Pull backwards with right hand. Flatten.
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8. Hold boat lightly on both sides. Pull outward so that bottom edge moves up.

5. From underneath, hold the front with left hand. Hold back of hat with right hand. Pull gently apart to make figure 6. 
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
