Title: Cat and Mouse
Idea/Activity (Description):

Students will make cat and mouse masks and then mimic those animals in the game of “Cat and Mouse”.

Materials:
1 

For each student:

1 glue stick

1 popsicle stick

1 pair of scissors
1 Piece of construction paper (orange or white)
1 8-Pack of crayons for each student
Directions/ Procedures:

For the activity:
Spark the student’s interest by reading chapter 10 (p.67-70) of Stuart Little.
Divide students into 2 groups of 9.
Give each student 1 glue stick, 1 popsicle stick, 1 pair of scissors, 1 piece of construction paper (white or orange), and a 8-Pack of crayons. 

Tell one group of students they will be making a cat mask. 

Tell students to cut a large circle for the face of the cat. 

Tell students to cut 2 triangles for the ears.

Tell students to draw a small triangle for the nose.

Tell students to cut 2 holes in mask for eyes.

Tell students to draw a nose, mouth, and whiskers on the mask.

Tell students to glue the popsicle stick to the back of the mask as a handle.

Tell the second group of students they will make a mouse mask.

Tell students to cut a large circle for the face of the mouse.

Tell students to cut 2 smaller circles for the ears.
Tell student to cut holes in the mask for eyes.

Tell students to draw a nose, mouth, and whiskers on the mask.

Tell students to glue the popsicle sticks to the back of the mask as a handle.

When masks are completed, students will go outside and play the cat and mouse game.

Instruct students that have the cat masks to chase and tag students with the mouse masks. Instruct students they can creape or run in different ways (e.g., straight, zigzag, round and round, back and forth, fast and slow, and motionless) Students will demonstrate these motions in their performance of acting like a cat and a mouse. Once tagged you must be motionless until another mouse comes and unfreezes you. 

Students will then switch roles and masks.
