1) Small Milk Carton   2) Small Cereal Box  3) Large tooth picks or coffee stirrers   4) Tape   5) Foam pieces  6)construction paper  7)Glue  8) Stapler/ Staples
Directions/ Procedures:

Boat- gather top of small milk carton, insert straw, staple straw into milk carton, attach a cut out sail to the straw with tape.

Car- take two round shape foam pieces, attach one foam piece to each end of tooth pick or straw, take another tooth pick or straw and do the same.  Attach toothpicks or straws to the bottom of small cereal box using tape—one towards the front and one towards the back of box.
