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GRADE LEVEL:  Fifth grade 
“All About My Character” 
Idea/Activity: Students will multiply and divide a series of math problems to help create a picture of one of the characters from the book, Stuart Little. The correct answer for each math problem will be assigned a color; depending on the character on the given worksheet will determine what colors the students will need. On the back of the math worksheet there will be a key describing which answer goes with what color. When the students have answered all the math problems correctly and have colored in their picture the ending result will be either Stuart Little, Snowbell, or Margalo. Once the worksheet is complete each student will create a picture expressing their characters emotions during a particular event. This must be done on a separate sheet of paper and included your characters name, the opposite emotions in your picture, and what event from the book you are expressing. The students will use colors to express their characters emotions.

The book chapter related to the creative idea/activity: 
· The students are allowed to use any event from any chapter found in the book to describe their given character in a song. 
Materials:
· Worksheet with one side consisting of different whole number math problems and on the back an answer key connecting the numbers to a color
· A sheet of paper that has either the drawing of Stuart Little, Snowbell, or Margalo
· Markers: grey, green, brown, blue, black, yellow, pink, orange, red, and purple 
· Notebook paper
· Pencils 
· Extra sheet of paper if need to solve math problems
· Stuart Little Book 
· Construction paper 
Directions/ Procedures: 
· Students will first correctly solve all of the math problems found on the given worksheet.
· After the math problems are completed the students will take the given handout and will use it to help them create a picture out of the group of shapes found on the back of the math worksheet. 
· The handout will be given to every student based on which worksheet they receive. 
· The handout will consist of a list that pairs the different answer from the math worksheet to a specific color.
· If this is done correctly the once group of shapes will create a picture of one of the three characters from the book, Stuart Little, Snowbell, or Margalo. 
· Markers will be provided to each student 
· Once both the math problems and the picture are completed correctly the student will pick two events from the book that expresses two different emotions and draw a picture expressing those emotions by the use of colors. 
· This assignment will be done on construction paper 
· The students will include fold the paper in half and on the very front they will write their character, what emotions they are expressing, and the events.
· On one side of the paper the student will draw the first emotion and the second emotion on the other side.
· If the student wants to use more than color to expresses the emotions they can.
