

Kinesiology & Physical Education Department Faculty Meeting
 August 11, 2008

Whit Chapel began the meeting speaking about the annual Faculty/Staff Campaign.  He encouraged us to contribute to the Annual Faculty/Staff Campaign.

Dr. Griffin called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m.

Dr. Griffin welcomed back faculty and introduced our new faculty member, Ms. Amy Raynor.

Dr. Griffin then discussed the following items:

-Convocation will be held in the Magnolia Room in the University Center today at 10:00 a.m.

-The College of Education Faculty meeting will be held August 12, 2008 at 8:00 a.m.  There will be break-out sessions and lunch will be provided by Miller Barbeque.

-SACS requirements for faculty include an individual credentials page, program assessments, data collection, and analysis.  The collection process will occur over the next two year period.  Faculty may use the hand out provided as a guide.  Syllabi must be converted to Word and in electronic (email) format. Syllabi must include the statewide policy on plagiarism. Sac credentials are due early in October.    

-Proof Rolls, in-progress grades for 1000 and 2000 level classes, and grade submissions, have all improved drastically in our department.

-SOI’s (Student Opinions of Instruction) from Spring 08 should have been sent to you electronically. Dr. Kasper mentioned that it would be helpful if faculty were alerted when student evaluations were ready for students to complete. More specifically, when students are sent the request to complete the SOI’s via e-mail, could faculty be informed that the students had received access to the SOI’s?  This would be helpful because then, faculty could march the students down to the computer lab or tell them that they need to bring the SOI verification print-out to the faculty member indicating that they had completed the SOI’s.

-Incomplete Grades should only be awarded for special circumstances and never for a failing grade.

-In our office block, Karen or the work study student will call you prior to sending students back to your office.  If you would prefer that she send them back please let her know.  Karen will be asking each faculty member’s preference or you may email her.

-In compliance with state regulations and noted instances of Malfeasance in the State of Georgia regarding employee travel, all travel information must maintain absolute accuracy and be completed in a timely manner.  Karen will overlook the process and maintain copies of all travel records in the main office.  

-Faculty Absences that impact instruction or (missing class) must be communicated to Karen and Vanessa or whomever the secretary might be in the building where you are teaching. Also, complete the Faculty Absence Request form.

-We have a different copier in the conference room.  It is basically the same type as the previous copier except slightly in different log in menu.  Karen can help you log in.  Use the copy center except for small jobs.

Dr. Griffin then opened the meeting up for concerns or questions.  

Dr. Waggener inquired about how proof rolls are presented regarding whether they were alphabetized or not.  Dr. Carter indicated that they were alphabetized depending upon how Banner was accessed.

Dr. Andrews asked about the potential for an extension on when grades were due to the Registrar at the end of the term.  Further, he indicated that if a faculty member has a final exam scheduled for Friday evening, it is difficult to turn around grades by Monday morning.

Dr. Griffin then provided instructions on the purpose for the break-out sessions (to follow) by program (i.e., develop program communication, construct important goals including tasks or action steps "to work toward” this year, etc.)

Program “break-out sessions began- Sports Medicine/Athletic Training (coordinator- Chuck Conner), Exercise Physiology (coordinator- LaGary Carter), Health and Physical Education (undergraduate- coordinator- Sonya Sanderson) Health and Physical Education (graduate coordinator-George Langford), service program (coaching faculty and Bobby Tucker)- facilitated by Jennifer Head)


Mr. Conner reported for the Sports Medicine/Athletic Training program:

1.  Moving all assessments to electronic format
2.  Changing admissions process (primarily the number of directed
      observation requirements needed in KSPE 2050)
3.  Strongly considering dropping "Sports Medicine" and being listed
      exclusively as "Athletic Training"
4.  Changing the field experience so that faculty meet with students to
      discuss options (panel discussion type-setting)
5.  Include formal meeting with students after 2nd semester in the
      program to discuss strengths/weaknesses/progress (in addition to
      midterm/end of semester evaluations currently conducted)
6.  Look towards 2011-2012 site visit
7.  Bridge classroom/clinical education gap






Dr. Carter reported for the Exercise Physiology program:

1.   Begin to formally seek program accreditation through CAAHEP this fall.
2.   Place student evaluation tools and survey online this fall
3.   Require a reasonable (~10 hrs) of student observation, per course, 
      out-side of the classroom


Dr. Sanderson reported for the undergraduate Health and Physical Education program:

1. We discussed the Candidate Survey for Program Improvement (CSPI).  Each question was discussed between Sp 07 and Sp 08 results.  The differences were discussed between each with the emphasis on the fairness and professionalism questions and why our scores may have decreased from Sp 07 to Sp 08.  
2. We discussed some new curriculums that we will add to our syllabi.
3. I gave congrats on the way we are handling our student teacher mentors.  Our mentor evaluations were more closely aligned with our university supervisors’ evaluations of ST than in the past.
4. We discussed dropping the “30 days to better English” and adding a different text to help students with their grammar.  



Dr. Langford reported for the graduate Health and Physical Education program:

1. EDS Program proposal has cleared all committees.  The final formal proposal will be sent to the Board of Regents for the Coaching Pedagogy early this fall.
