Dr. Stelzer introduced Dr. Mazal from the Czech Republic.  Dr. Mazal is the head of The College of Sport in the Czech Republic. Dr. Mazal will be observing our online teaching program.  He would like to implement an online teaching program in his country.  He would like to use our system as a reference.

Merit Pay:  Dr. Griffin explained that the Merit increase is 2.0 as of this date.

Committee Structure:  Dr. Griffin mentioned the committee consolidation and asked faculty to participate in other committees if interested.

Advising:  Dr. Griffin communicated that Kenna, our Success Center GA has done a great job working in our department.  If anyone has ideas on using her for assistance please make it known.  Dr. Waggenr asked if Kenna is allowed to proctor exams for his classes.  She can proctor an exam as needed.

Concern Form: Dr. Griffin reinforced earlier discussions involving the fact that the concern forms are available in the office in the file cabinet and are also available online on the VSU website (COE and KPE.)

Faculty Leave/Absence:  Dr. Griffin emphasized that it is important to let Karen know when you are unable to meet your class in addition to completing the appropriate form in the office.  Also, if you teach in another building, let that departmental secretary know so that she can be aware of the change.  We now have contact information for all faculty and staff in the front office.  It is located on the bulletin board over the filing cabinet.

Service Program Consistency:  Dr. Griffin discussed the importance of making an effort to increase universal teaching methods and content coverage (with regard to the First Aid and Health classes in particular). Jennifer Head will conduct meetings to discuss how First Aid/CPR, Health, Activity classes are being taught.   We will establish a protocol on procedures that will be enforced concerning students who are injured in activity classes.  There is an Incident Report form in the main office that must be used.  Dr. Griffin needs to be notified of any injuries of students.









Book Orders:  Dr. Griffin indicated that Karen will email a reminder to faculty in October to get book orders in.  Karen will put the book orders in if requested.  Please email her the information needed for your classes.

Brief Program Reports:

The Exercise Physiology Program-  Dr. Carted indicated that with end of the year monies, their program now has new equipment.  There are 2 cholesterol machines and an exam table that have been donated by CSX of Jacksonville.  Strategic Planning has made the purchase of The Bod Pod possible.  The machine is available but must be monitored by a trained faculty member when it is being used. A treadmill has been ordered and will be utilized as part of equipment used to perform a Stress Test.   Dr. Carter stated that his students have a unified look.  His students can be quickly identified with their black scrubs and VSU Logo. 

The Athletic Training Education Program- Mr. Conner reported that the end of the year monies allowed that program to meet a specific lab-driven need this year. A goal was to enhance the learning environment of our courses by providing equipment and supplies that cater to each course. The faculty discussed equipment/supply needs for each course and the additional funding made it possible to purchase considerable equipment/supplies for each course. These purchases will greatly enhance the laboratory portion of each course.

Undergraduate Health & Physical Education- Dr. Sanderson reported the following items:
-The undergraduate faculty have meet several times this year to discuss effectiveness of assessments (due to NCATE, NASPE and PSC requirements), improving mentoring in the P-12 schools,  research possibilities with the Czech Republic, and adding more research possibilities with students.
-Since the fall 2005, we have seen an increase of HPE majors from around 43 to 67.  
-We had numerous students help with presentations at Share the Wealth.  The HPE majors club raised enough money for 2 nights stay in Jekyll this year.
-The University of Palacky in Olomouc, (Czech Republic), Dr. Stelzer, Dr. Griffin, Dr. Gunter and Dr. Sanderson have spoken about an exchange program for faculty and students to begin in 2009.
-The physical education department at The University of Palacky in Olomouc, (Czech Republic), Dr. Stelzer, Dr. Griffin, and Dr. Sanderson had discussions on possible international research on “activity preferences in our public schools” and the schools in the Czech Republic.  
-Dr. Andrews has been asked to create a curriculum for NASCO (physical education/health equipment, etc.) dealing with scooters.  He wants to get some of our students to work on progressions, games, rules, etc to develop the curriculum.
-The entire undergraduate faculty will attend an in-service with Health MPowers on April 14th to in-service each of the faculty on how we can use this program with our students to help improve the fitness levels (health).  All of the Valdosta City and Lowndes Co. Elementary Principals have committed to using Health MPowers in their schools.  We also have been asked how we could track this program (through research) to see if behaviors are changing, which could lead to faculty abstract/article submissions.  
-Several faculty have completed presentations, in-services, volunteer work, work-shops, scholarly writing, just to name a few. 

 Library Holdings and orders process:  Ms. Lori Howard explained the process for ordering books from the library.  She advised faculty to get their orders in beginning July 1st.  Lori will then turn the orders in to Odum beginning in October to extend until March 1st.  After March 1st the orders are processed.  If there is an item that you need quickly please let Lori know and she will put a Rush on the order.  She further indicated that many resources such as DVD’s, Videos, and CD’s may also be requested. 

KSPE Web Page:  Ms. Lori Howard has the KSPE web page converted.  She will continue to update the webpage as changes occur.

Fitness Center:  Dr. Raab indicated that he has updated the fitness center with new equipment and made better use of available storage in the Fitness Center.  The fitness center has new dvd’s, cd’s, balls, mats, and treadmills.  The weight lifting equipment has been recovered.  The lab will be available for staff/faculty from 12:00 to 1:00 each day.  Next year the schedule will be more flexible due to the availability of graduate assistants.

Honors Day:  Ms. Walters mentioned that Honors Day will be April 15th at 6:00 p.m.  If you are introducing a student please remember to be brief so that we will maintain our audience.  Also, presenters are asked to move towards the front to continue the flow of events in a timely manner.
