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Welcome to the Department of Kinesiology & Physical Education!  We offer undergraduate degree programs in Athletic Training, Exercise Physiology and Health and Physical Education and a graduate degree programs including an M.Ed in Health and Physical Education and an Ed.S. in Coaching Pedagogy.  Students majoring in health and physical education will receive the T-4 certificate for P-12 students once all degree requirements have been completed in addition to earning a passing score on the GACE Content examinations.  Upon completion of the degree requirements in the Masters Degree program in health and physical education, those candidates who are currently holding the T-4 certification in health and physical education will be eligible for the T-5 certificate in health and physical education.  Athletic Training graduates have often selected from several career options including graduate school, clinical work as athletic trainers, and work as athletic trainers in the public schools.  Exercise Physiology graduates are prepared for work in cardiac rehabilitation, and many pursue advanced degrees in physical therapy and related fields.  Faculty members within the department are very active professionally with service and professional presentations occurring at the state, regional, national and international levels.  Many faculty conduct research related to osteoporosis, strength and conditioning trends, physical activity preferences, biomechanical principles of varied sports, and selections related to contemporary physical education options for public school children.  Similarly, the faculty is committed to effective teaching and student service for the purpose of preparing graduates for the work place and the challenges facing young people today.  
All degree programs are housed under the Dewar College of Education which received thrives under full accreditation status this past fall through the Georgia Professional Standards Commission (PSC) and the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE).  Similarly, last year the Sports Medicine the Athletic Training program received full accreditation is fully accredited by the Commission on Accreditation of Athletic Training Education Programs.  All programs under the College of Education are guided by Evidence-Based Practices in order to facilitate enhanced knowledge and the application of that knowledge through sound research.
