VSU ATEP Field Experience Expectation Form

Expectations of VSU ATEP 
1. The athletic training student must be supervised by the ATC at all times during the field experience.  If the student is asked to travel or cover a practice or event without an ATC the student may only act as a first responder.  The athletic training student is not allowed to travel without the ATC to a site that does not have a home/host ATC.  
2. The athletic training student must be informed of the policy and procedures of the field experience site including emergency action plans.
3. The athletic training student will not take the place of a staff member or a certified athletic trainer.  IE, The field experience site has 2 ATCs, one is traveling with a team and the other calls in sick.  The athletic training student would be given the day off rather than providing care without supervision by an ATC.
4. The VSU ATEP faculty requests that the supervisor be upfront and direct with the student during the entire semester and in particular on the midterm and end of semester evaluation.  Please review the evaluation form in advance and carefully consider the students score.  It is very important hat the student have an accurate evaluation of their athletic training skills.
5. If the ATC is unable to complete the semester as the students supervisor in the field experience (accepts another position, prolonged time off due to illness, etc) , the ATC must contact the field experience instructor ASAP.   If there is another ATC at the site the student may possibly be transferred to that ATC for supervision.  If there is no other ATC at the site the student’s placement will have to be changed during the semester.  All sites and supervisors must be approved by the VSU ATEP faculty.  Please do not attempt to place the student at another site or with another supervisor before speaking with the field experience instructor.
6.  The student is required to present him/herself in an appropriate and professional manner adhering to the dress, appearance, and conduct policy and procedures of both VSU and the field experience site.
7. The supervising ATC will complete paperwork in a timely manner and return it to the VSU ATEP.
