Common Registration Errors/Issues
All Semesters
· If you get a pre-requisite error while registering for a class.  (1) have you completed the pre-requisite class (you can look in the course descriptions in the undergraduate catalog to see if a course has a pre-requisite).  If yes, see the Registrar.  If no, then you can not take the class.  
· If you are taking BIOL 2651 you will get an error if you try to register for BIOL 2652 prior to completing BIOL 2651.  So you either can not take them in back to back semesters or you will not be able to register for BIOL 2652 until regular registration and not during early registration (while you are taking BIOL 2651)
· A class is full or closed.  
1.  You can continue to check Banner because a seat may come available when another student changes his/her schedule.  
2.  You may go to the instructor of the course and request to be overridden into the course.  
3.  You may go to the dept offering the course and request to be placed on a wait list.
4.  You can go the Provost/Academic Vice President’s office and explain the issue and see if they can facilitate your registration in the course. 


For Fall Semester Registration
[bookmark: _GoBack]KSPE 2050 and 2151 have to be registered for at the same time and on the SAME page in banner; they are co-requisites. You need to write the CRN down for both classes and in add a class type both CRN’s in and hit enter.
