)The purpose of the Health and Physical Education program is to prepare majors for careers in teaching students in public schools from preschool through grade twelve. Currently the program is based on content standards for physical education as defined by the Georgia Professional Standards Commission (2006) and NASPE (2004).  Initial teacher certification through the Georgia PSC is awarded once the candidate has completed all degree requirements in addition to achieving a passing score on the GACE II certification exam. 

The Health and Physical Education program requires a number of valuable and diverse “hands on” and field-based experiences across six different courses involving public school students in pre-K, elementary, middle, secondary, and settings.  Additionally, the faculty emphasizes the development of a strong pedagogical foundation while exposing students to current content knowledge throughout the prescribed program of study.  Students are exposed to and have the opportunity to work with various technologies including heart rate monitors, pedometers, LiveText, and various forms of software applicable to public school health and physical education instruction. 

 Additionally, a strong emphasis is placed in the areas of physical activity, motivation and fitness participation for children and youth.  (See the #8 web link referencing the Center for Disease Control within the Important Web Links section of the handbook.)   Students are encouraged to become active members of the Georgia Association of Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Dance (GAHPERD) and the American Alliance of Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Dance (AAHPERD) along with actively participating in the Health and Physical Education Majors Club.   Similarly, students are invited to attend and actively participate in professional meetings including but not limited to the Share the Wealth Physical Education Conference, and the annual GAHPERD Convention.  Candidates who successfully complete the health and physical education teacher certification program at Valdosta State University have a sound basis of theory and content knowledge and the ability to apply that knowledge in their chosen teaching field.

· Passed the Regents’ Test
· Satisfied a criminal background check
· Secured appropriate professional liability insurance
· Purchased LiveText software and completed all forms during the LiveText orientation session
· Must be fully admitted prior to the fall of your junior year.

Helpful Suggestions

1. Course substitutions or independent study courses will not be an option in most instances when applied to the upper division classes.  (Please discuss this with your advisor for specifics.)

2. Each student is responsible for keeping track of his/her academic progress: know what courses you need to take and when and complete program requirements as outlined in the program guide.  At approximately the 6th week of each semester, schedule an appointment with your advisor.  Prior to the meeting with the advisor, each student should develop a list of courses they need to enroll in the upcoming semester.  Any course substitution forms must be completed prior to the meeting with your advisor.  Dr. Sanderson will advise all Health and Physical Education majors.  

3. Failure to enroll in classes in the proper sequence or not taking a required class may delay graduating as outlined in the program of study.

4. You need some type of a planner.  This may be in the form of a hard copy calendar, a meeting maker planner on a computer, a palm PC, etc.  Use of a calendar will enhance your organizational skills.  

5. The health and physical education program is rigorous and requires a great deal of multi-tasking.  You may not agree with or like all that is required of you, but the program is based on sound educational principles and national standards developed over several years.  It is important that you whole-heartedly buy into the program.  In other words……. Get on board!  Be organized!  Get enthused!  Be positive!  Ask questions!  Be a leader!  

6. Practice your skills for the techniques courses (KSPE 2010 and 2020) in and outside of class!

7. Study in groups!  Stay up with the readings!  Come to your classes on time and be prepared to engage in discussions. Do your own work!

8. Complete ALL course substitutions prior to the end of the fall semester of the junior.  

9. Student teaching applications must be completed within the first week of the semester prior to the semester targeted for student teaching. (Example:  If you plan to student teach during the spring semester, the application must be completed during the first two weeks of the fall semester of the senior year.)  Applications are located in the KPE Department or in the Dean’s office of the Dewar College of Education.  The application must be completed and signed by Dr. Sanderson.  Each student will deliver their completed and signed application to the Registrar’s Office. 

10. The application for graduation will be completed during the spring of the junior year and will also be processed by Dr. Sanderson.  A copy of the completed program of study must accompany this application, and all course substitutions should be done before this application is submitted.  Dr. Sanderson will sign your application for graduation, make copies of the completed program of study and application, and return the graduation packet to the student for delivery to the Registrar’s office and payment of the graduation fee. 

11.  Each student will need to purchase the prescribed HPE attire from the VSU bookstore to use in technique, activity courses, and for practicum uses.  See Dr. Sanderson for a voucher to purchase HPE attire.  HPE attire is no longer on the floor of the bookstore.  Vouchers must be presented at the book counter to purchase your attire.  

12. Students are not allowed to wear hats in classrooms; cell phones need to be turned off (unless there is an extreme circumstance which is approved by the instructor); you must wear your HPE attire; shirt tails will be tucked into your shorts which will be at waist level and your shoes must be tied.  Each instructor has the right to ask you to leave class if the above rules are not followed which will result in in a loss of points for that day.

GPA Calculation
)The information provided below is specific to the undergraduate health and physical education program.  It should be used only as a guide for calculating GPA across your higher education career.

1.  GPA for specific degree programs is determined by each individual department by their own criteria and procedures.  At VSU, a cumulative overall GPA of at least 2.50 is required for admission into the Health and Physical Education program.  Look at the bottom of your transcript.  Your cumulative overall GPA from all course work taken at institutions of higher learning (this institution and transfer credit) will be posted.  This is the cumulative overall GPA.

2.  The procedure for calculating GPA is an important process for a student at the university level. You can calculate and understand this process by applying the following formula and viewing the example provided:  Quality Points ÷ Hours Attempted = GPA. [Quality Points are determined by Hours Attempted x Grade where grade A = 4, B = 3, C=2, D=1, F or WF = 0].

Field Experiences
)Public school pre-intern field experiences comprise a critical aspect of the health and physical education program of study.  Within four upper division courses, students experience a three week practicum associated with each course where students spend the entire school day in the public school setting working with a mentor teacher.  While each course has certain similarities, the requirements, expectations, and exposures are unique to the environment inherently associated with the content, developmental level, and characteristics of the children or youth connected to each course.  These four courses include the KSPE 3700 course targeting primary and elementary age children in physical education, the KSPE 4710 course involving middle and secondary level physical education, the KSPE 3460 course in the area of health at the middle and secondary levels, and the KSPE 3911 class which crosses various ages in exposing students to varied special populations within public school settings.  The KSPE 4710 and KSPE 3460 courses are tied together into one three week field experience when dealing with physical education and health at the middle or secondary level.  The primary focus for students in the four upper division courses is the practice of their teaching in the public school setting.  Finally, the student will culminate her/his program of studies with the student teaching internship experience.  In this course (KSPE 4790), students are assigned a public school cooperating teacher (mentor) and will work with that teacher for an entire semester.  A two hour seminar (KSPE 4800) is also required during the semester of student teaching.  During this course, three seminars will deal specifically with the student teaching experience, while several other scheduled meeting across the semester housing the student teaching experience will involve putting the “final touches” on the electronic portfolio.  Students will be required to place at least one artifact (exceptional example of a required work sample) from every upper level course within the major.  Two college of education courses also require field experiences and include SPEC 2000 and PSYC 3111.  These courses primarily involve student observations.   The following listing represents a short synopsis of the specifics associated with the three pre-intern field experiences (as connected to each particular course) and the expectations for student teachers within that exposure.

KSPE 3700
This course will provide an opportunity for students to become immediately involved with teaching physical education to young children.  Students will experience both curricular and pedagogical information directly targeted at children in the area of physical education.  Students will spend three weeks in an elementary physical public school setting all day with a physical education mentor.  During this time, students are responsible for writing lesson plans, teaching partial lessons, teaching full lessons, writing reflections, and completing a professional notebook.  Students are expected to obtain a realistic look in relation to the daily duties, meetings, and instructional responsibilities of a typical elementary physical educator.   
KSPE 4710/KSPE 3460
These two courses require students to spend three weeks with a mentor in the public schools.  During that time, they are responsible for writing lesson plans, teaching partial lessons, teaching full lessons, and writing reflections following their observations of health and physical education lessons.  Students are expected to get a real sense of how the mentor teacher functions throughout the day relative to duties, meetings, and daily instructional responsibilities.   This field experience follows the KSPE 3700 field experience where students work with younger students.

KSPE 3911
This course requires students to spend three weeks in the public schools with a mentor teaching daily physical education lessons to students with disabilities.  Pre-interns are prepared to work with individuals or small groups based upon IEP’s and educational needs.  Students are responsible for planning and delivery of daily lesson plans, keeping a detailed log of daily activities, and writing a case study on one exceptional student.  This field experience should provide majors with a broad experience to better understand diversity and special populations.  It is the intent of the field experience for majors to help students with disabilities develop fitness, psychomotor skills, perceptual motor skills, sensorimotor skills, rhythmical skills, body awareness, body mechanics, sport skills, cognitive improvement, and affective improvement.  This is the last field experience before student teaching.




KSPE 4790/4800
The following represent the requirements associated with the student teaching experience: 
1. Be responsible for your actions.  Do not rely on the supervising teacher to tell you when things are due, etc.
2. Read and have a working knowledge of the student teaching handbook. 
3. Work cooperatively with the supervising teacher and e-mail your university supervisor at least one time per week. 
4. Submit lesson plans at least one day ahead of time to the supervising teacher for all classes where you are responsible for the instruction.
5. Present to the university supervisor the completed unit prior to its implementation if possible for feedback purposes. (Your choice of unit must first be approved by the supervising teacher.)
6. Present the university supervisor with daily lesson plans on both planned and spontaneous visits.  A copy of each plan for each lesson taught must be presented when the university supervisor visits your school.  A notebook of all lesson plans must be maintained for review at the end of the semester and for perusal during visits.
7. Regularly work in the assigned vocabulary text and submit to the university supervisor your copy of the completed book.  
8. Submit to the university supervisor a final summary report elaborating on your experiences during student teaching one week prior to the end of the semester (2-3 pages typed).
9. Submit a professional resume’ within the portfolio.
10. Take the GACE I and II test for Health and Physical Education.
11. During your student teaching:  discuss your progress with the supervising teacher, have the mentor submit evaluations on line and make you a copy of each for your notebook, you and the supervising teacher will submit all evaluation materials using LiveText (make a copy of each for your notebook).  Submit all student teaching materials including all handouts, resource materials, lesson plans, completed unit, resume’, summary paper, daily schedules, completed “Thirty Day to Better English” text, etc. in an organized 3-ring binder.  All materials must be well presented including a table of contents.   Specific artifacts from the student teaching experience should be imported into the electronic portfolio.

Professionalism
What are the expectations of an effective health and physical education professional?  What is professionalism?  Listed below are some of the traits necessary for both preservice and employed teachers in the fields of health and physical education.

Appearance.  Be well groomed and wear the appropriate cloths and shoes for the setting.  Follow VSU and your school placements dress code.  That includes wearing the HPE attire options that are used for the technique classes and all field experiences.  
	
Sensitivity.  Be alert and considerate about other people and their feelings, especially those who have differing views.  Also, learn to deal effectively and patiently with those who may not possess the ability or even capabilities that you may demonstrate, and offer to assist them in their effort to become more proficient in their cognitive, social or skill/fitness-related needs. 
	
Pleasantness.  Be courteous and friendly.  In difficult times, persevere without complaining about the challenges facing you.  This attitude will positively impact those around you.
	
Eagerness.   Have a smile on your face, show some enthusiasm and have a desire to be the best educator you can possibly become.  Get “in the boat.”  Get after it!

Initiative.  Take the role of a leader.  Do not wait until someone has to ask for assistance relative to equipment dissemination, skill help, etc.  Also, offer to take on the tough jobs.

Promptness.  Arrive prior to the designated time.  Be prepared to carry out assigned responsibilities.  Being tardy or late sets a poor example.  
	
Reliability.  Means that my university instructors, the public school mentors, and my peers can count on me!  Do not miss class or any field experiences.   Any time missed will be made up on your own time.  

Knowledge.  Be capable of taking theoretical and practical material and applying it in the field with real people.  Know rules and procedures.  Do not rely upon your friends to find out what is supposed to be done.  Be accountable for your own knowledge and actions.   Stay abreast of new information in the field.

Confidence.  Show confidence in your skills, knowledge, and responsibilities.  Such confidence should be projected to faculty, mentors and peers. 

Self-control.  Behave as a professional.  Appropriate communication within the context of your classes is essential to effective learning for all parties involved.  Do not talk when others are talking.  Humor is appropriate at times, but know when to be funny and how to be funny.  Also, off-color jokes, harassment of any kind, and inappropriate language issues have no place in higher education or in the public schools.   Inappropriate actions will not be tolerated and may result in dismissal from the program. 

Role model.  Practice what you preach.  Work on developing and maintaining your own level of health fitness, other components of wellness, and motor skills and knowledge across the program.  Remember, being able to show carries much more impact potential when compared with simply “telling.”

Ethical.  Is your behavior conducive to both professional and moral judgments of right and wrong?  Being responsible for your own work, acknowledging the professional authorities within the confines of your assignments and classes, and speaking the truth as far as you can determine are essential for effective conduct for a professional.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCE WILL ANY STUDENT USE ANOTHER STUDENT’S WORK, PAST OR PRESENT.  ADDITIONALLY, ANY INFORMATION TAKEN FROM ANY SOURCE (including professional journals, books, web sites, instructors, peers, etc.) MUST BE REFERENCED.   IF THIS DOES NOT OCCUR, THE STUDENT IS IN VIOLATION OF PLAGIARISM.  Section 1 of the Student Code of Conduct at Valdosta State University identifies inappropriate behaviors and consequences for such actions. Active in Professional Organizations and Conferences.  
Students should become members of the state physical education organization, the Georgia Association of Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Dance (GAHPERD) as well as the national association, the American Alliance of Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Dance, (AAHPERD).  if possible Additionally, students should attend and participate in a minimum of two professional conferences (certainly the Share The Wealth Conference sponsored by VSU in January) as well as at least one GAHPERD conference.

Evaluation
The evaluation procedures across the health and physical education program requirements are varied.  Students will be measured across the cognitive, psychomotor, and affective domains.  Fitness assessments and skill assessments will occur throughout the program, and students will be expected to attend (show progress) in the areas of deficiency as needed.  A broad compilation of  evaluation measures including presentations, long and short term planning projects, micro-lesson delivery, teaching reflections, research papers, both open ended and objective question examinations, skill/fitness electronic notebooks, spread sheet development, statistical analyses, laboratory experimentations across motor learning, biomechanics, and exercise physiology, and electronic portfolio construction. The electronic portfolio is an ongoing process which begins either during early pre-entry education classes (KSPE 2999) or during the KSPE 2101 Foundations and Technology course.  Purchasing the LiveText software through the VSU bookstore is a requirement and actually “houses” the electronic portfolio that will be used throughout the program of study.  During each semester, the student will import academic artifacts into the electronic portfolio, so by the end of the student’s program of study, the electronic portfolio will represent the best of the teacher candidate’s work.  From that point, the student can burn the e-portfolio to a CD for use during the job interview process.
