FACULTY MEETING

March 22, 2006

Present:  Drs Stelzer, Kasper, Andrews, Langford, Carter, Waggener, McCurdy, Sanderson, Mr. Conner, Mr. Tucker, Coaches Helfer and Pourchier

Guests:  Dean Gunter and Dr. Julie Lee, College of Education

Meeting called to order by Dr. Mike Griffin, Department Head, at 2:00 p.m.

· Dr. Griffin welcomed Dean Gunter and Dr. Lee.  Dean Gunter and Dr. Lee addressed the College of Education Conceptual Framework and explained how this does indirectly impact all programs, teacher and non-teacher.  Dr. Lee handed out copies of the conceptual framework and she and Dean Gunter briefly explained some of the areas.  Dr. Lee stated the three components which are critical aspects are:  1) unit; 2) guiding principles; and, 3) list of standards.  Dean Gunter invited all faculty to read the handout and send comments, ideas, criticisms, remarks, suggestions, etc. to Drs Griffin or Lee.  Faculty were then asked for comments and questions before leaving. The NCATE visit is scheduled for October 21, 2006.

Dean Gunter also informed the faculty that he feels our department made a wise 
choice in recommending Dr. Mike Griffin as department head and congratulated

Dr. Griffin on being selected for the position.

· NCATE/PSC Update – Dr. Griffin stated he would like to publicly thank Drs Andrews, McCurdy, Langford, Stelzer and Sanderson for their endless work in this area.  Dr. Griffin would like to visit programs periodically and asked  coordinators to let him know when meetings are scheduled.

· Athletic Training – Mr. Conner reported that as of July 1, 2006, the program will be accredited by CAATE. New standards will be implemented for the 2006-2007

academic year.

· Exercise Physiology – Dr. Carter stated the Exercise Physiology program is a year into curriculum changes and a positive change has been noted and the quality of students has improved.
· Graduate, Health and Physical Education – Dr. Langford reported we have 27 graduate students in the program and five will be graduating Spring 06.  He stated this is the second semester for the new program and feels those teaching are finding it more and more successful and much more appealing for students.  


He announced that David Murrie will be here in May as consultant in regards to


putting together a new graduate program in coaching.

· Dr. Griffin announced Dr. Sanderson will be the undergraduate coordinator for the health and physical education program in the Fall.

· Honors Committee – Ms. Walters was not able to attend the meeting, so, Dr. Waggener reported for this committee advising that Ms. Walters has developed a new rubric form asking for response and nominations.  

· Fitness Center Committee – Dr. Waggener stated he is waiting for input regarding the bikes from Dr. Shute.

· Facility Committee – Dr. Sanderson has been appointed as chair with Ms. Walters and Dr. Kasper as members.  If any faculty member has ideas about our facility, including outsourcing materials we do not use, please communicate your concerns to the committee, including the health fitness center and human performance lab equipment.  Dr. Griffin stressed the need to be more proactive regarding the building.

· Adjunct Instructor Liason – Dr. Stelzer reported we presently have one visiting adjunt doctoral student from the Czech Republic, Michal Kudlacek.  Mr. Kudlacek is teaching three first aid classes and four fitness classes.  Dr. Stelzer stated he hopes to maintain this relationship with the Czech Republic.  Dr. Stelzer is also conducting a video conferencing class among three classrooms, VSU, Czech Republic and Turkey and stated the class has been exciting, but, they have experienced some problems.  Plans are not definite for future classes at this time.

Dr. Griffin commented on the visiting Russian delegation that was here today and 


informed faculty there is a possibility of video conferencing with them in May 


and June.  Dr. Griffin thanked Dr. Stelzer for his help with this matter.

· Research Agendas – Dr. Langford reported that he and Dr. McCurdy have submitted articles on strength development and resistance training to two journals and are working on another manuscript to submit.  They are also working on a softball study to be submitted.  Other ideas are pending.
· Dr. Kasper reported that data collection for a short osteoporosis education program has been collected.  The announcement concerning an obesity grant submitted in partnership with the Lowndes County Partnership for Health should be determined by the end of April.
· Health & Phys Ed Pedagogy position – Dr. Griffin reported the search for the pedagogy position is pending.
· U Drive Duplication – Dr. Griffin stressed the importance of any duplication on your U drives needing to be eliminated.  If you need help, please contact            Dr. Griffin or IT.
· Program Promotion – Dr. Griffin stressed the need for flyers/brochures for our three programs to be reviewed and updated for recruiting purposes.  He asked for volunteers from the programs.

· Summer School – Dr. Griffin will inform faculty as soon as the schedule is approved.

· Dr. Griffin reminded the faculty that the goals for all programs in the department need to be submitted to him by April 1 for the Strategic Planning.  He asked that coordinators for each program meet and determine initiatives on which to begin working toward next year and informed the faculty that personnel items will fall within this area.  He will prioritize based on need.  This information was sent out to coordinators.
· Dr. Griffin also discussed Merit.  Dr. Griffin stated that, generally speaking, he is very pleased with productivity with not tremendous difference from top to bottom except in a few cases.  The time frame for approval of merit and when the merit increase can be communicated is pending.
· Dr. Carter asked if any more information had been received regarding the study of faculty salaries.  Dr. Griffin stated he attended a meeting on Monday for Department Heads, and the results and actions from that study will be outlined for the faculty at a later date.
· Dr. Kasper asked for clarification about the merit salary increase scoring table that used in the past. Dr. Griffin, stated that merit was based on the annual evals.  Dr. Griffin advised faculty that if they do not feel they communicated everything on the faculty evaluation to send him more information.  Dr. Griffin then indicated that the merit was based on performance within groupings (AT’s, nine month faculty, etc.).  
· Dr. Stelzer announced there will be a 55 minute presentation on the space program by NASA next Tuesday. 
· Dr. Griffin was asked about the KSPE 1010 courses and who would be teaching those, and he indicated that a qualified graduate assistant is scheduled to teach these classes.

· Dr. Griffin expressed his appreciation for the faculty’s support and thanked Ms. Anderson for her work during the transition period.
