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The Dewar College of Education Executive Committee met on Thursday, June 16, 2011, at 8:30 a.m. in Room 2050 of the Education Center with Interim Dean Lee presiding.  Members present were: Roberts, Minor, Griffin, Pearce, Stanley, Bauer, Gerber, and Grubbs.  Ellen Wiley (for Leech) Ruth Stonestreet (for Myers-Jennings) and Charles Backes (for Martinez) were also in attendance. 

Minutes from Meeting on June 9, 2011--- Roberts
A motion to approve the minutes of June 9, 2011 was made by Minor and seconded by Grubbs with no discussion, minor changes and no amendments, the minutes were approved. 

Technology Report–Browne, Sanders, Barton, Devane
Browne told the committee the software “EndNote” has been ordered.  Dr. Lee will be notified when the software is available for installation and she will notify faculty to setup installation of the software.

Sanders reported that his office had responded to 106 calls between May 26 and June 8.  He moved all the technology for Psychology, Graduate School, and Grants and Contracts office.  The observation hallway downstairs is in the process of being cleaned up.  He is installing new mounts for the televisions in the Einstein’s area.  

Devane discussed the technology purchases for the new Psychology Building.  He also discussed a potential new contract for printing on campus.  When the new contract with Xerox is signed it will provide improved printing services for students, faculty and staff.  The new contract would allow for existing printers to be included as a component of the new contract.  Details will follow.  His department has 285 new computers for campus distribution for FY12.  The COE will get the same percentage of computers as last year.  He asked for Dr. Lee to send him the names of the new faculty hires so he could have their new computer ready in August.

Barton reported that Dwayne Trouille has been hired as the new webmaster for the university.  He also reported that the technology for the new Psychology Building has almost been completed and the rewiring project on the first floor of the COE was completed.  The Executive Committee expressed appreciation to him for how smoothly the project was completed.     

Fundraising Update—Lee
Dr. Lee told the committee that 16,000 letters had been sent requesting donations to the COE.  $900.00 has been generated to date.  Dr. Lee asked foundation to designate money donated to a COE Scholarship fund.  This money would be used for a general scholarship for any COE major.  

Summer School Enrollment-Lee
Dr. Lee said summer school enrollment was up from last summer.  GOML has a 27% increase, graduate school had a 24% increase and undergraduate enrollment has a small increase.  


End of Year Purchases-Lee
Dr. Lee reminded all department heads to make sure they knew what was ordered and when it was delivered.    

Announcements-Lee
ELI (English Language Institute) is moving into the building on the first floor.  
The ribbon cutting ceremony for the new Psychology Building will be June 23 at 9:30.
